APPLICANT
The applicant for this project is Boston Whaler, Inc, Edgewater facility.  The applicant’s responsible official and mailing address are: Ms. Rebecca Crews, Vice President of Manufacturing Operations, Boston Whaler, Inc, 100 Whaler Way, Edgewater, Florida, 32141
FACILITY DESCRIPTION
The applicant conducts fiberglass boat manufacturing and assembly operations at the existing Edgewater facility, which is located in Volusia County at 100 Whaler Way, Edgewater, Florida, 32141.
The gelcoat operation consists of hull manufacturing, small parts manufacturing, boat hull and small parts finishing, and boat assembly.  The Fiberglass boat production consists of resin and gelcoat lamination, small parts manufacturing, mold building, and research and development.  Hull manufacturing takes place in one of several bays at the facility.  An interior mold is laminated with gelcoat and then with styrene resin.  The hull interior mold is inverted and placed inside the exterior portion so that the interior portions are facing.  Polyurethane foam is poured into the space between the facing portion of the mold.  After the foam has cured, the unfinished boat hull is removed from the molds and sent to the finishing area.
Small parts manufacturing consists of spraying gelcoat and resin onto miscellaneous wood and metal small parts.  After curing, the small parts are sent to the finishing area.  Boat hull manufacturing and small parts finishing consists of sanding excess laminates and foam from hulls and parts.  Boat assembly consists of attaching small parts and trimmings to the hulls.
Miscellaneous solvents, adhesives and VOC-containing materials are used throughout the boat manufacturing process.
Styrene and methyl methacrylate (MMA) are the main volatile organic compounds (VOCs) and Hazardous Air pollutants (HAPs) emitted from the facility’s boat building operations.  The facility conducts monthly record keeping in order to demonstrate compliance with the emission limitations specified in the permit.  The styrene and MMA emission factors utilized for emission calculations are taken from the Unified Emission Factor Table and reflect the appropriate styrene or MMA content of these materials and corresponding application methods.
Boat manufacturing operations are subject to National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP) for Boat Manufacturing (40 CFR 63, Subpart VVVV).  The facility is a boat manufacturing facility that builds fiberglass boats; it is a major source of HAP emissions.  The facility is considered an existing source subject to 40 CFR 63, Subpart VVVV.  The facility is subject to the applicable Operational Requirements, Standards Compliance Dates and Determinations, Test Methods and Procedures, Monitoring Requirements, and Recordkeeping and Reporting Requirements of Subpart VVVV.  
In accordance with 40 CFR 63.5689 of Subpart VVVV, portions of the facility covered by this subpart are the combination of all of the following boat manufacturing operations.
a.	Open molding resin and gel coat operations (including pigmented gel coat, clear gel coat, production resin, tooling gel coat, and tooling resin).
b.	Resin and gel coat mixing operations.
c.	Resin and gel coat application equipment cleaning operations.
The facility does not use an air pollution control device or equipment to control organic HAP emissions.  The facility demonstrates compliance with the organic HAP emission limitations of Subpart VVVV for subject operations by the model point value averaging method.
The facility is complying with the recordkeeping requirements of Subpart VVVV.  The facility demonstrates compliance with the organic HAP emission limitations for applicable operations by the "point value" averaging method and compliant material method.
The facility includes one emergency fire pump used to pump fire suppression water in case of emergency situations, and one new stationary spark-ignition internal combustion engine (EU 017), used to provide back-up power in case of emergency situations.  The fire pump is regulated 40 CFR 60, Subpart IIII, Standards of Performance for Stationary Compression Ignition (CI) Internal Combustion Engines.  The engine is subject to 40 CFR 60, Subpart JJJJ - Standards of Performance for Stationary Spark Ignition Internal Combustion Engines
This facility also includes additional miscellaneous insignificant emissions units and/or activities.
The facility is located in Volusia County. Volusia County is not an area designated as air quality maintenance area for ozone under Rule 62-204.340, F.A.C.
PROJECT DESCRIPTION
The purpose of this permitting project is to revise the existing Title V permit 1270063-010-AV for the above referenced facility in order to incorporate modifications to the facility authorized under Construction Permit 1270063-011-AC.  This Construction Permit authorized the construction of a second fiberglass boat manufacturing line, and an increase of the permitted Volatile Organic Compounds and total Hazardous Air Pollutant (HAP) emission limitations for Emissions Unit 015, Boat Manufacturing Operations.

PRIMARY REGULATORY REQUIREMENTS
Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) Code:  3732 – Boat Building and Repairing
North American Industry Classification System (NAICS):  336612 – Boat Building
[bookmark: q5]HAPs:  The facility is identified as a major source of hazardous air pollutants.
Title IV:  The facility does not operate units subject to the acid rain provisions of the Clean Air Act.
Title V:  The facility is a Title V major source of air pollution in accordance with Chapter 62-213, Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.).
PSD:  Prior to this permit issuance, the facility was not a major stationary source in accordance with Rule 62-212.400 (PSD), F.A.C. for the Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) of Air Quality.  After this permit is issued, the facility will be a PSD major source as defined in 62-210.200(172), F.A.C. since it will emit, or have the potential to emit, 250 tons per year or more of a PSD pollutant, and future projects will require preconstruction review in accordance with 62-212, F.A.C.
The Department confirmed in previous discussion with the Applicant in December, 2016, that the facility was not a PSD source prior to the construction of the second manufacturing line.  Documentation provided at the time indicated that the facility maximum VOC potential to emit from current operations in the existing configuration of boat manufacturing operations would not exceed 225 tons per year.
NSPS:  The Emergency Fire Pump (EU 016) is subject to. 40 CFR 60, Subpart IIII, Standards of Performance for Stationary Compression Ignition (CI) Internal Combustion Engines.
The Emergency Engine (EU 017), is subject to. 40 CFR 60, Subpart JJJJ, Standards of Performance for Stationary Spark Ignition (SI) Internal Combustion Engines.
NESHAP:  
· The facility boat manufacturing operations (EU 015) are subject to the National Emissions Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP) of 40 CFR 63, Subpart VVVV - Boat Manufacturing
· The Emergency Fire Pump (EU 016) and Emergency Engine (EU 017) are subject to NESHAP 40 CFR 63, Subpart ZZZZ - Stationary Reciprocating Internal Combustion Engines, however the requirements of Subpart ZZZZ are met by meeting the applicable requirements of 40 CFR 60. 
CAIR:  The facility is not subject to the Clean Air Interstate Rule (CAIR) set forth in Rule 62-296.470, F.A.C.
CAM:  Compliance Assurance Monitoring (CAM) does not apply to any of the units at the facility.
GHG:  The facility is not identified as a major source of greenhouse gas (GHG) pollutants.
PROJECT REVIEW
Changes that were made as part of this renewal include the following:
1. [bookmark: _Hlk489879561]In accordance with Applicant’s Application, this Title V permit revision incorporates the modification authorized under Construction Permit 1270063-011-AC. This Construction Permit authorized a reconfiguration of the boat manufacturing facility which will utilize 59 additional acres located north of the existing facility.  The project will consist of construction of additional manufacturing buildings, and reconfiguration of existing building layouts and parking areas in order to construct a second boat manufacturing line.  The modifications will increase VOC and HAP emissions.to 451 tons per year (TPY).
