APPLICANT
The applicant for this project is Volusia County Solid Waste Services Division. The applicant’s responsible official and mailing address are: Regina Montgomery, Solid Waste Director, Volusia County Solid Waste Services Division, 1990 Tomoka Farms Road, Port Orange, Florida 32128.
FACILITY DESCRIPTION
[bookmark: _Hlk529864870]The applicant operates the existing Tomoka Farms Road Landfill, which is located in Volusia County at 1990 Tomoka Farms Road, Port Orange, Florida.
The Tomoka Farms Road Landfill is a Class I and Class III municipal solid waste landfill with a design capacity of greater than 2.5 million megagrams (Mg) and 2.5 million cubic meters of solid waste. The landfill has been in operation since 1969 and receives residential, commercial, industrial, and agricultural waste. Also at the site is a tire and white goods storage area, household hazardous waste collection facility, yard waste processing facility, municipal wastewater sludge storage/dewatering area, and a recycling drop-off facility. The facility also accepts asbestos-containing waste into the Class III cell. The landfill contains closed and active disposal cells, and is subject to the Landfill Emission Guidelines (40 CFR 60, Subpart Cc), NSPS (40 CFR 60, Subpart WWW), and NESHAP (40 CFR 63, Subpart AAAA).
Emissions of non-methane organic compounds (NMOC) and methane are controlled by one non-assisted 4,000 SCFM Perennial Energy open flare, Model FL-16C, manufactured in 2006. The flare station is equipped with two separate blowers, each with a capacity of 2,000 SCFM.
The facility formerly operated four (4) Caterpillar 3516 SITA landfill gas-fired reciprocating internal combustion engines. However, these engines ceased operation on December 31, 2014 and have since been removed from the facility. Therefore, all of the collected landfill gas is routed to the flare for emissions control.
This facility also has five (5) stationary emergency generators to provide backup power to various components at the landfill. These emergency generators are fired on diesel fuel and are each routinely readiness tested for approximately 15-30 minutes per month. Three (3) of the engines will now be subject to 40 CFR Part 60 Subpart IIII, and two (2) of the engines are subject to 40 CFR Part 63 Subpart ZZZZ.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION
[bookmark: _Hlk529864938]The purpose of this permitting project is to revise the Title V air operation permit for the above referenced facility to incorporate the replacement of EU 007, an existing 90 horsepower (hp) emergency engine, with the installation of a new 324 hp (200 kw) replacement emergency generator to support a new administrative building at the facility. The installation of the engine is exempt from pre-construction review in accordance with Rule 62-210.300 (3).

PROJECT REVIEW
The purpose of this project is to revise the Title V air operation permit for the facility to incorporate the provisions of Construction Permit No. 1190053-004-AC (issued November 22, 2017) which authorized installation and initial operation of a new 3,000 standard cubic feet per minute (scfm) landfill gas utility flare (Emissions Unit 004).
The following listing details the changes that have been made to the Title V air operation permit to reflect the changes requested by the applicant. Where appropriate, administrative type changes and corrections have also been made and are described below. Additions to the permit are shown in double underline format, while deletions are shown in strike through format. All changes throughout the draft permit have also been highlighted in yellow for ease of locating and identifying.
Permit
1 Administrative. Updated Cover Page to reflect new DEP logo and to change Permitting Authority Office address and contact information from Division of Air Resources Office to the Department’s Central District Office. 
2 Administrative. The Title V permit was updated to the latest Title V permit format.
3 Administrative. Updated Table of Contents to reflect the replacement of EU 007. Permit Section C will contain three new Compression Ignition emergency generators and Permit Section D will now contain two Existing CI Emergency Diesel Generators.
4 Administrative. Revised Subsection A Facility Description to reflect applicable requirements for the emergency engines.
5 Administrative. Revised Table in Subsection B in Section I., Summary of Emissions Units, to reflect replacement of Emissions Unit 007, 324 HP New Emergency Diesel Generator.
6 Administrative. Revised Table in Subsection C in Section I., Applicable Regulations, to reflect that Emissions Unit 007 is now subject to 40 CFR 60, Subpart A, NSPS General Provisions and 40 CFR 60, Subpart IIII, Standards of Performance for Stationary Compression Ignition Internal Combustion Engines 

7 Applicant Request. Revised Section III., Subsection C, Description Table and Detail Table, to incorporate the addition of EU 007 the new 324 hp emergency generator installed at the administration building, into this section. The new engine is now subject to 40 CFR 60, Subpart IIII, Standards of Performance for Stationary Compression Ignition Internal Combustion Engines.
8 Applicant Request. Revised Section III., Subsection D, Description Table and Detail Table, to incorporate the deletion of EU 007 the former 90 hp emergency generator at the administration building from this section. The former 90 hp engine has been replaced with the new engine now included in Section C of the permit.
9 Administrative Appendix Table H. Minor updates were made, e.g., formatting, and Table was revised to reflect current permit project.
CONCLUSION
This project revises Title V air operation permit No. 1270117-008-AV, which was effective on May 23, 2016. This Title V air operation permit revision is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statues (F.S.), and Chapters 62-4, 62-210, and 62-213, F.A.C.
