APPLICANT
The applicant for this project is Edgewater Power Boats LLC, Edgewater facility.  The applicant’s responsible official and mailing address are:  Peter Truslow, President, Edgewater Power Boats LLC, 211 Dale Street, Edgewater, Florida, 32132
FACILITY DESCRIPTION
The applicant conducts fiberglass boat manufacturing and assembly operations at the existing Edgewater facility, which is located in Marion County at 211 Dale Street in Edgewater, Florida, 32132.
This facility consists of three main buildings, referred to as Building 1, Building 2 and Building 3. Two additional buildings, located on the west side of Dale Street, are no longer used by the facility.  Building 1, the "Main Plant," is the northernmost building and is the location of the majority of the boat building operations.  Building 2, to the south of Building 1, is primarily a stockroom/storage area.  Building 3, is the southernmost building and is the main assembly building.
Primary boat building operations are conducted in Building 1.  This building is approximately 190-feet long, 150-feet wide and 30-feet high.  The building is ventilated through large sliding doors, and by two horizontally firing wall exhaust fans.  Building operations include: spray application of gelcoat to prepared hull and deck molds; and, non-atomized mechanical spray application of various layers of resin and fiberglass laminations. Resin is hard piped to the point of use from a 5,500-gallon resin storage tank located on the eastern side of the building.  Production of additional small parts such as such as hatches, consoles, and components is performed in a similar manner within Building 1.  The actual application method, the ratio of resin to gelcoat, and the total amount of material applied is recorded for compliance recordkeeping purposes.  The facility also performs vacuum infusion (closed) molding of some model lines, typically within Building 1.
After removal of the cured boat components from the molds, the molds are cleaned, inspected and prepared for re-use, using solvent based materials. Scratches and other imperfections observed on the mold surfaces are repaired with resin or gelcoat tooling if necessary. New molds are also manufactured as required using production or other resins and tooling.
After curing, hardened hulls, deck parts, and small parts are removed from molds.  Excess material is trimmed off and surface imperfections are removed by grinding the surface and re-applying gelcoat and/or resin as necessary.   Trimming and grinding activities are performed using hand tools in either of two small tent buildings located to the east of the main building.  Doors to the tents are closed during these activities to prevent particulates generated from exiting.
Building 3 is approximately 80-feet wide and 190-feet long. Completed hulls and decks are prepared for the addition of small parts and components, motor, electrical and mechanical equipment, wiring installation, and final assembly.  Two-part floatation foam may be also be added as part of the assembly, depending on the boat model line requirements.  Miscellaneous styrene-containing bonding, other putties, fillers, waxes and solvents, and various adhesives and coatings are also used in the assembly area.
Styrene and methyl methacrylate (MMA) are the main volatile organic compounds (VOCs) and HAPs emitted from the facility’s boat building operations.  The facility conducts monthly record keeping in order to demonstrate compliance with the emission limitations specified in the permit.  The styrene and MMA emission factors utilized for emission calculations are taken from the Unified Emission Factor Table and reflect the appropriate styrene or MMA content of these materials and corresponding application methods.
The facility is subject to National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP) for Boat Manufacturing (40 CFR 63, Subpart VVVV).  Closed molding operations as currently conducted at the facility are not subject to Subpart VVVV since these operations meet the definition of closed molding contained at § 63.5779 of Subpart VVVV and are therefore not required to reduce emissions in accordance with § 63.5728.  The facility is subject to the applicable Operational requirements, Standards Compliance Dates and Determinations, Test Methods and Procedures, Monitoring Requirements, Recordkeeping and Reporting Requirements of Subpart VVVV.  As indicated in the application, the facility is complying with the recordkeeping requirements of Subpart VVVV.  The facility demonstrates compliance with the organic HAP emission limitations for applicable operations by the "point value" averaging method.
The facility is located in Volusia County. Volusia County is not an area designated as air quality maintenance area for ozone under Rule 62-204.340, F.A.C.
This facility also includes additional miscellaneous unregulated/insignificant emissions units and/or activities.  
PROJECT DESCRIPTION
The purpose of this permitting project is to renew the existing Title V permit 1270166-010-AV for the above referenced facility.
