Facility and Location

St. Marks Powder is an existing propellant manufacturing plant, which is categorized under Standard Industrial Classification Code No. 2892.  The facility is located at 7121 Coastal Highway, Crawfordville, Wakulla County, at the intersection of U.S. 98 and S.R. 36.  The UTM coordinates of the existing facility are Zone 16, 767.6 km East and 3342.1 km North.

Regulatory Classification

Title III: The existing facility is not a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAP).

Title IV: The existing facility has no units subject to the acid rain provisions of the Clean Air Act.

Title V: The existing facility is a Title V major source of air pollution (Chapter 62-213, F.A.C.).

PSD:  The existing facility is a PSD-major source of air pollution (Rule 62-212.400, F.A.C.).

Specific Conditions

1. Previous Permits:  This permit supplements all previously issued air construction and operation permits for this emissions unit.  Except for the change noted below, the unit remains subject to the conditions of all other valid air construction and operations permits.  [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-210.300(1), F.A.C.]

2. Emissions Unit No. 012: Compliance Tests Prior To Renewal.  Compliance tests shall be performed for VE and VOC once every 5 years to demonstrate compliance with emissions standards.  Each Coater shall be tested to demonstrate compliance with the emissions standards for VE and VOC while operating in the VOC mode.  The VE test period shall be for a minimum of 30 minutes.  The VOC test results shall be used to validate treatment system VOC removal efficiencies.  The testing shall be scheduled the year before the facility’s Title V permit renewal application is due so the results can be included with the submission of the application.
