INSPECTION COMMENTS

I arrived at the facility and was greeted by Mr. Todd Williams.  Mr. Williams accompanied me during the inspection and provided copies of requested records.  The facility has recently changed operating hours to four 10-hour days per week.  As such, it was not in operation at the time of inspection.

There were no objectionable odors noticed during the inspection.  [Facility-wide Condition 2]
During the inspection there were no visible emissions noticed coming from any of the exhaust vents, nor were there any other fugitive type emissions noted.  [Facility-wide Condition 3]
The facility is not subject to the Risk Management regulations.  It does however, have a written Emergency Response Plan.  [Facility-wide Condition 4]
The facility continues to use primarily water based cleaners.  What VOC containing compounds that are used appear to be well controlled.  Containers were closed and lids are fabricated where necessary.  There was no overt evidence of uncontrolled spillage or other leaks.  Overspray paper is changed as appropriate.  [Facility-wide Condition 6]
Reasonable Precautions are acceptable at the facility.  A rotating cleaning program has been instituted and housekeeping has improved from the previous inspections.   Exhaust stack filters are inspected daily and are replaced as necessary.  Each filter is cut individually from a master template.  At the time of the inspection all filters were properly fitted and installed.  Portable dust collectors are utilized where necessary.  The facility also uses templates and routers with dust collection bags, for notching of deck holes as opposed to the previous grinders.  Additionally, the use of air curtains help limit the amount of particulate emissions potentially leaving the building.  [Facility-wide Condition 7]
FIBERGLASS BOAT MANUFACTURING OPERATIONS, EU-010

According to information provided by the facility, for the 12-month period ending February 28, 2006 the facility emitted 58.3 tons of VOC’s, 55.41 tons of Total HAP’s, and 43.53 tons of Styrene (H163).  These are all within the facility limits of 175 tons per rolling 12-month period.  [Specific Condition A.3]
The facility uses a computerized recordkeeping system.  All records were up to date and signed as required by permit conditions and rule.  [Specific Condition A.4]  

The facility is subject to the MACT standards for boat manufacturing.  All existing spreadsheets have been modified to be in compliance with the recordkeeping requirements of this standard.  A check sheet has been developed and has been submitted to the Department.  The facility is using Point Value Emission Averaging, as required.  [Specific Condition A.7, Specific Condition A.8, Specific Condition A.9, Specific Condition A.10, Specific Condition A.11, Specific Condition A.12, Specific Condition A.13, Specific Condition A.14, Specific Condition A.15]
The facility has timely submitted MACT compliance reports to the Department.  [Specific Condition A.17]
As mentioned above, all spreadsheets have been modified to be MACT compliant.  All records are maintained in a special book that has been set up for that purpose.  The facility is to be commended for their recordkeeping activities.  [Specific Condition A.18]
