INSPECTION COMMENTS

I arrived at the facility and was greeted by Ms. Kimberly Burgess, EHS Team Leader.  Ms. Burgess accompanied me during my inspection of the facility and provided copies of requested records.  The facility is a clean, modern, relatively quite, air conditioned manufacturing plant.  Oak 50-5 (or equivalent) oil is received in 330 gallon reusable containers.  This oil is used in the fin pressed machines.  During the inspection, Ms. Burgess and I discussed the facility’s continuing attempts to find lower VOC content oil as per their VOC Emission Reduction Program.

There were no objectionable odors noticed during this inspection.  [Facility-Wide Condition 2]
There were no visible fugitive emissions noticed during this inspection.  [Facility-Wide Condition 3]

General VOC control appeared to be adequate.  With the exception of the containment area for the Oak 50-5 oil container, there were no large open containers of VOC’s noticed during the inspection.  The containment area had an extremely minor amount of oil in it, most of which had just been spilled while changing out the oil container for a new one.  Clean-out of this container has become standard procedure whenever the tank is changed.  [Facility-Wide Condition 4]
Reasonable precautions to prevent fugitive emissions appear to be adequate.  There were no readily apparent sources of fugitive emissions that have not been addressed.  [Facility-Wide Condition 5]

VOC Emissions from Finn Press Operations

According to records provided, the facility has used 22,040 gallons of Oak 50-5 during the previous 12-month rolling period ending February 28, 2007.  This is within the facility’s limit of 55,630 gallons within a 12 consecutive month period.  [Specific Condition A.1]
A computerized spreadsheet program is utilized for tracking Oak 50-5 usage.  Monthly usage and 12-month summaries are calculated using this program.  Signed summaries are maintained in a file folder and are available for inspection.  [Specific Condition A.3]
The status of the facility’s VOC reduction program was discussed.  Due to material compatibility issues the trial of the lower VOC containing oils has been delayed while the material is being reformulated and re-evaluated.  Semi-annual reports have been submitted to the Department as required.
