INSPECTION COMMENTS

I arrived at the facility and was greeted by Ms. Mary Kirlin, Bay County Animal Control Division Manager.  Ms. Kirlin accompanied me during the inspection of the facility and provided access to the facility’s records for review.  The facility is new and has only been operated for the initial start-up and required stack testing.  It was not operating during the time of inspection.  This was the initial inspection of the facility.

There were no objectionable odors noticed during the inspection.  [Facility-wide Condition 2]
There were no visible emissions in excess of 20 % opacity noticed during the inspection.  [Facility-wide Condition 3]
Reasonable precautions at this facility are very good.  All roads and parking areas are paved and the facility has been landscaped.  [Facility-wide Condition 4]
EU-001
Multiple Chamber gas-fired animal crematory (ISI-60)

This emission unit is a pre-packaged animal crematory that is fired using only natural gas.  No other fuel sources or potential fuel sources were noticed during the inspection.  [Specific Condition A.2]
As the unit was not operating during the inspection, there were no visible emissions noticed during the inspection.  [Specific Condition A.7]
All crematory operators have been trained by the manufacturer and the training certificates have been submitted to the Department.  [Specific Condition A.15, Specific Condition A.18]
Temperature charts were available for review and were reviewed as part of this inspection.  As mentioned above, the facility has operated very little since installation.  Instructions regarding proper chart marking were provided to Ms. Kirlin. [Specific Condition 16]
Documentation was available verifying the chlorinated plastic content of the bags used in the cremation process to be less than 0.5 % as specified in the permit.  [Specific Condition A.17]
A log sheet recording weight and type of material cremated along with the actual hours of operation has been instituted.  These forms were reviewed during the inspection.  [Specific Condition A.19]
