INSPECTION COMMENTS

I arrived at the facility and was greeted by Mr. Terrell Holland.  Mr. Holland provided copies of requested records and accompanied me during the walk through inspection of the facility.

There were no objectionable odors noticed during the inspection.  [Facility-wide Condition 2]
There were no fugitive visible emissions above 20% opacity noticed during the inspection.  The main potential for fugitive emissions continues to appear to be the heavy equipment operating in the yard.   [Facility-wide Condition 3, Facility-wide Condition 5]
VOC control at the facility appeared to be adequate.  There were no open containers of VOC’s or other organic solvents noticed during the inspection.  [Facility-wide Condition 4]
Monthly production records are maintained on a spreadsheet and were reviewed as part of this inspection.  According to information provided by the facility, 1,664,335 Bd. Ft. have been processed through the kiln during the previous 12 month period ending January 31, 2006.  [Facility-wide Condition 7]

According to information provided by the facility, maximum firing rate was 4.2 MMBtu/hr during April 2005.  [Specific Condition A.1]
Visible emissions were 0 % at the time of the inspection.  [Specific Condition A.3]
The operating records for the boiler were reviewed during the inspection.  [Specific Condition A.7]
All equipment continues to appear to be in good condition.  There were no leaks or spills noticed during the inspection.  [General Condition 6]
RECOMMENDATIONS:

Continue to monitor fugitive emissions from the general yard area during the dry months of the year.  As an alternative to using water the facility may want to investigate the potential use of organic dust suppressing chemicals
