SOURCE DESCRIPTION: This facility manufactures magnesia products using a chemical reaction process.  Seawater, dolomite lime, granular triple superphosphate (GTSP) and sulfuric acid are combined in various stages of the process which ultimately result in a magnesium hydroxide precipitate which is further washed, filtered, dried, and packaged.  Emissions are controlled by baghouses.

INSPECTION COMMENTS:
I arrived at the facility and was greeted by Mr. James Williams, Plant Manager.  Mr. Williams accompanied me during the inspection of the facility.  Mr. Mike Miller  provided access to and copies of requested facility operating records.  This facility was formerly classified Title V, but due to removal from the permit of several emission units that had not been operated in a number of years, has been able to attain FESOP status.

Emission Unit 006, the Number 1 Multi Hearth Furnace (Calciner), was in operation during this inspection.  This unit is fired using pipeline natural gas. A log of fuel usage is maintained and documentation of the sulfur content of the fuel was available and reviewed as part of the inspection.  [Specific Condition A.3]
There were no visible emissions observed coming from the stack during the inspection.  [Specific Condition A.5]

Baghouse differential pressure was 3.5” wc at the time of the inspection. Operating parameters that are monitored and recorded include the baghouse pressure differentials.  These are recorded once per 8 hour shift and these records were also reviewed as part of this inspection.  [Specific Condition A.8]
Emission Unit 007, the Number 2 Multi Hearth Furnace (Calciner) continues to be in long term shutdown.  It is primarily a back up unit to Unit #1 and may be returned to service sporadically in the future, as market conditions and Unit #1 availability require.   [Specific Condition A.9]
Emission Unit 008, the Periclase kiln, has not been in operation since 1999 and is one of the emission units that have recently been de-permitted.

Emission Unit 010, Magnesium oxide grinding operations was in operation during the inspection.  There were no visible emissions observed coming from the exhaust vent.  [Specific Condition B.4]
Operating parameters that are monitored and recorded include the baghouse pressure differentials.  These are recorded once per 8 hour shift and these records were also reviewed as part of this inspection.   Baghouse differential pressure was 1.8” wc at the time of the inspection.  [Specific Condition B.7]
Emission Unit 011, the Magnesium Hydroxide Pelletizing Mixers were also de-permitted during this renewal cycle.

There were no objectionable odors noticed during the inspection.  [Facility-wide Condition 2]
There were no fugitive emissions in excess of 20% opacity noticed during the inspection.  [Facility-wide Condition 3]
Reasonable Precautions appeared to be adequate at the time of inspection.  [Facility-wide Condition 7]
