	 The purpose of this visit was to conduct a Full Compliance Evaluation inspection and a Statement of Compliance review for 2009 of the Eastern Associated Terminals Company, LLC. Upon arriving there I observed no visible emissions nor did I detect any objectionable odors.

I met Fred Ramsey (Maintenance Foreman) and informed him that I was there to inspect the facility operations and records.

Fred told me that Eastern Associated Terminals is a bulk materials handling facility which is permitted to handle MAP, DAP, GTSP and phosphate rock for their customers. The product is received by railcar and is either off loaded to a ship or stored in their storage building for future shipping. 

Fred told me that they have not handled GTSP and phosphate rock in over 10 years. The only products they are handling currently is MAP and DAP. He said that the baghouses are only used if an opacity of 5% or greater is observed during their operations since all MAP and DAP they receive comes coated with a dust suppressant.

	I began the inspection with Fred of all the ten permitted baghouses. None was in operation to day.   

We then went back to the office where I inspected all of the required permit records. The daily, weekly, monthly, quarterly and yearly records as outlined in the operation and maintenance plan were reviewed and found to be in order. All daily visible emissions, baghouse pressure readings and operating hours, product type and hourly throughput on a monthly and yearly basis were also reviewed. 

A review of Eastern’s throughput rate indicates that only 1,476,697.200 tons in January, 2012 to January, 2013 was off-loaded from railcars which are less than their permitted maximum of 3.6 Million tons per year. The loading DAP/MAP throughput rate indicates that only 1,511,592.244 tons per year was loaded, which is less than permitted.
