	Inspection: 
I arrived at the facility around 9:30 AM and met with Mr. Hunt.  I told him that this is an un-announced inspection for the full compliance evaluation for the facility.  I asked Mr. Hunt if there will be a new site on 56th street in Tampa as stated in the air permit 0570363-004-AO.  Mr. Hunt said there is no plan for that and the permit engineer must have mistaken them for another source.  The facility operating site is located across the street.  At the facility, there are five segregated open-end warehouse.  The west-most warehouse has three spraying area with padded filters and fans.  The exhaust exit to the west-side wall through three stacks.  The primer is pumped through pipes to the spray area and is kept in a sealed drum.  There are two spray guns on site.  Mr. Hunt said they are coating the solar power frames for USF.   The rest of the warehouse has welding, cutting, and fabricating on steel structure and metal parts.  I did not observe any visible emissions on site.  Mineral spirits are used for cleaning the metal parts, spray gun(s), hoses, and equipment.  I did not observe any abrasive blasting at the facility.  Mr. Hunt said they did not do blasting.
We went back to the office.  I requested 2007 and 2008 records for review.  The facility keeps daily primer usage.  However, the following data were missing:

1) The primer usage (in gallons) was not summed up for monthly usage and rolling 12-month totals.  The facility uses red shop coat primer, gray heavy duty primer, metal master gray primer, and flat gray W/B primer.

2)  The 12-month rolling VOC totals for 1/07 and 2/07 were not accurate.

3) The mineral spirit usage (in gallons) was not kept in the rolling 12-month totals.
4)  The monthly and 12-month rolling HAP emissions were not kept.
5)  The 2008 AOR registered 0 emissions for mineral spirit as no purchase was made in 2008.  However, mineral spirit was used in 2008.  The facility needs to revise the emissions.

Mr. Hunt said that they followed the format as the last inspector requested (Felipe Ascano in 2004 WN).  And he said that EPC should let the facility know if the record keeping was not complete back then.
I emailed the above noncompliance items to Ms. Becky Diehl-Stephens on 6/25/09 and set a deadline for them to improve the records by 6/29/09.  The facility emailed the records on 7/10/09.

E)  Material safety data sheet for each coating and solvent shall be maintained on site and be made available upon request to any local, state, or federal air pollution agency.

F)  The permittee shall not perform prepping operations such as abrasive blasting. 

The highest usage for primer was 3360 gallons in 4/2007.
The highest usage for mineral spirits was 110 gallons in 4/2007.

The facility has impervious floor in the spry areas. 

The facility is in compliance with the rest of the permit conditions.

The permittee shall not store, handle, process, or use in any process the volatile organic compounds or organic solvents without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems as follows and as deemed necessary and ordered by the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County: [Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.]
