By joining the chassis together complete the foundation of the mobile homes. After that the frame is then coated with water base painting the frame does not need to be sand blasted.
We continued through the process and observed the walls and roof being constructed and attachment to the floor. At the different section s electrical lines, pluming, dry wall and tile were being installed. At last section everything were being attached to each others. And complete the mobile home for deliver to the customer. I inspected all of the dust collectors and no dust was discharge to the atmosphere and also I notice no odor.
Back in the facility office I met with Mr. Chuck Rogers in charge of the recordkeeping. The total throughput was well below their permit limits.
The facility is producing three mobile homes per day.
