	I went to the newspaper Printing company and met with Mr. Dennis Deibert Heat Press Manager at the Newspaper Printing Company. I explained to him the nature of visit. At his office we decided to inspect the facility operation first and after inspection in his office review the facility record keeping. Mr. Deibert gave me a tour of the facility. The facility consists of Four printing presses identified from A through D. The A & B presses utilize both coldest and heatset inks and B, C and D used only heatset inks. The facility also operating dry oven and two incinerators. Two catalytic thermal oxidizers control the VOC emissions that are created while the inks are cured in the drying ovens. Both incinerators required by permit to meet a minimum destruction efficiency of 90%. At the inspection Two presses were running and Dennis explained how the presses operate and showed samples of typical prints. The capture of the fumes from the heatset presses and into the dryers was very good. From the dryers the fumes are combined and sent to one the two oxidizers. After the presses inspection we proceed to inspect the both oxidizer and I read the display board and the minimum temperature was set for oxidizer “G” AT 650°F and the display was showing 750° F and the oxidizer “H” display was set at 650° F and was reading 654° F. At the outside I inspected the both oxidizer and they were functioning properly and were maintained properly. The record keeping was reviewed and a copy record keeping is attached to this inspection report. At this time the facility is in compliance with the permit requirements.  After facility inspection I went to Trailer site for audit the destruction efficiency thermal oxidizers. The test was performed by Mr. Bruno of Grove Scientific & engineering consultant. Three one hour VOC reading from inlet and outlet was recorded to determine the performance efficiency of the oxidizer. The test equipment first was calibrated by certified gas cylinders for low, mid and high and after each one hour test the equipment was calibrated by low and mid gas. The gas cylinder concentration and expiration date were recorded. Random calculation of inlet outlet reading determine destruction efficiencies of 97% well above the permit limit of minimum 90% after the first run was completed I left the facility. While I took several pictures for our record.
