	I went to this facility to conduct a FCE inspection at the facility. 

The primary operations at this facility are the blasting and coating of marine vessels, The abrasive material used for blasting is coal slag which is stored on-site in four 40 ton storage silos. The silos are pneumatically loaded. The blasting is done with compressed air from up to 8 diesel compressors with a maximum of 16 blasting nozzles with ½ diameters for external blasting and 18 internal blasting on single ship at any time with the maximum of 100 psig. Particulate emission from the blasting activities is minimized with a limit on the amount of abrasive grit used, the use of traps/barriers that surround the blasting area, and other reasonable precautions.
Next Mr. Reuben and I performed a 12 minute visible emission (VE) observations using EPA 40CFR60 Method 9 and rule 62-297, F.A.C...The testing must be conducted at the highest opacity of multiple blasting at the same time. The results of VE test were around 7.5% opacity which is less than 20% limit established in the permit. 
Exterior coating and interior coating area was clean and all containers lids were tight. The facility –wide coating usage is limited to 65,000 gallons for exterior and 40,500 gallons for interior coating and for miscellaneous metal parts and 11,500 gallons of thinner and solvents for any 12 consecutive months. 
For exterior coating the VOC content shall not exceed 3.5 pound per gallons. The VOC content of any solvents or thinner used shall not exceed 8.0 lbs/gal on an annual average basis. Total HAP emission shall not exceed 189.4 ton per any 12 consecutive month and also total VOC cover under this permit (0570442 T. V).
Mr. Reuben told me that they are control fugitive emission by a speed limit 10 MPH and also they wet the area with water.
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	Back in the facility office I review the recordkeeping and took the 12 consecutive months for period of December 1, 2010 through December 31, 2011. The recordkeeping was organize and up to date.
