TLC Property Maintenance
Inspection Notes 7-15-13

The purpose of this inspection was as part of a full compliance evaluation.  The last inspection was a permit inspection conducted on August 9, 2012.  There has been no previous FCE inspection of this site.  The permit in effect at the time of the inspection was 0571428-002-AO.

I arrived on site on July 15, 2013 at approximately 10:30 am and left at approximately 11:30 am and met with Thomas Edwards.

The permittee did not cause an objectionable odor and was in compliance with Specific Condition 6.    

The ACI was not operating while I was on site and therefore, in compliance with Specific Condition Nos. 7, 16, 17, 19 & 20.    

The only materials that appeared to have been burned in the air curtain incinerator or stored near it was vegetative material and untreated wood as specified in Specific Condition Nos. 12,13, & 14.   

Only diesel fuel is noted in the burner log to start the fire in the air curtain incinerator as required by Specific Condition No.15.

The air curtain incinerator appeared to be located at least fifty (50) feet from any wild lands, brush, combustible structures or materials and at least 300 feet from any residential home and 100 feet from any public highway or road although I did not physically measure the distances required by Specific Condition No. 18.

The permittee maintained in good repair a fire suppression system, which included a sprinkler system and water hoses as required by Specific Condition No. 21.

An operation and maintenance guide was available to the operators of the air curtain incinerator at all times. The guide was made available upon request to EPC staff as required by Specific Condition No. 22.

The permittee maintained records of the occurrence and duration of any startup, shutdown of the ACI as required by Specific Condition No. 23B) and the January through Jul 10, 2013 records were checked.

The permittee maintained a file of performance testing measurements as required by Specific Condition No. 24 C).

The facility was not in operation at the time of the inspection and the ACI and refractory appeared in good condition, therefore,  the equipment was maintain in a manner consistent with good air pollution control practice for minimizing emissions as required by Specific Condition No. 24 D) while EPC staff was on site.  

The facility has not built any structure to conceal emissions; therefore, the facility is incompliance with Specific Condition No. 24 D). 

The facility has conducted the required VE testing on June 18, 2012 and March 3, 2013 as required by Specific Condition No. 25.

The initial operating permit was issued on September 25, 2012 and initial testing took place on June 18, 2012.  The permittee maintained records of operation of the ACI for any day that the unit is in operation which included start up shut down, hours of operation, the amount of material burned (all vegetation) and type of fuel burned (diesel) as required by Specific Condition No. 29.   The records were checked for January through July 10, 2013.    The 2012 AOR was checked and it was reported that 142 tpy of material was burned, 210 hrs/yr the incinerator operated and 525 gallon of diesel fuel was used.   The January through July 10, 2013 records were checked and the facility has used 312 gallons of diesel and burned 102 tons of material and operated 342 hrs.  Therefore, the facility is in compliance with the 5,200 ton per 12 consecutive month material burned limit, the 2600 hr of operation per 12 consecutive month limit of Specific Condition No. 10.  The spreadsheet that was e-mail had a cell in it that double counted January through June 2013 as to the amount of material burned; however, even if the facility calculations are correct the facility would still be in compliance with the allowable limit of 5,200 ton per 12 consecutive month material burned.  The facility was notified by e-mail of the possible error in their spreadsheet.

All reasonable precautions were taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter as required by Specific Condition No. 30.  The ACI was not running and the facility grounds are mostly paved in the truck traffic areas.  The grounds were also wet from recent rains and there was no equipment moving around the site during my inspection.
