INSPECTION COMMENTS

I arrived at the facility and was greeted by Mr. Steve Long, Plant Manager.  We were later joined by Mr. Ross Jackson, Production Manager.  Both Mr. Long and Mr. Jackson accompanied me during the inspection of the facility while Mr. Bill Smothers provided copies of requested records.  The facility was operating at the time of inspection.

There were no objectionable odors noticed during the inspection.  [Facility-wide Condition 3]
There were no fugitive visible emissions in excess of 20% opacity noticed during the inspection.  [Facility-wide Condition 4]
There were no open containers of VOC containing compounds or other organic solvents noticed during the inspection.  [Facility-wide Condition 6]
Reasonable Precautions have improved since the previous inspection.  The roadways around the facility have been rebuilt and repaved.  The facility has a street sweeper used for keeping these areas clean.  [Facility-wide Condition 7]

Operating records of heat input for the 12-month period ending December 31, 2006 were reviewed.  The records showed only a couple of minor exceedences of the calculated heat input, which could be very easily caused by readings being recorded later than normal.  In both instances the hour before and after the calculated exceedences were lighter than normal.  Mr. Long informed me that the upgrade to the control system which will allow more accurate recordkeeping is beginning later this week.  This should eliminate the problem of someone getting busy and not recording the fuel usage at the appropriate time.  [Specific Condition A.1]
Visible emissions were approximately 15% opacity from the kiln vents at the time of the inspection.  [Specific Condition A.4]

Operating records of heat input for the 12-month period ending December 31, 2006 were reviewed.  There were a couple of calculated heat input exceedences subject to the same inaccuracies as the other kiln.  The upgrade to the control system should also help in reducing these occurrences.  Please see Emission Unit #1 for additional comments.  [Specific Condition B.1]
According to records provided by the facility a total of 120,213,698 board feet of lumber was processed during the 12-month period ending December 31, 2006.  This is within the maximum permitted limit of 146.7 million board feet in any consecutive 12-month period.  [Specific Condition B.3]
Visible emissions were approximately 10 % opacity at the time of inspection.  [Specific Condition B.5]
Monthly production records were available and reviewed as part of this inspection.  [Specific Condition B.15]
RECOMMENDATIONS:

Continue improving the control system for more accurate heat input calculations as discussed during the inspection.

Submit the renewal application by 09/15/2007 as discussed during the inspection.
