INSPECTION COMMENTS

I arrived at the facility and was greeted by Mr. David Yoder, the new facility manager.  Mr. Yoder provided copies of requested records and allowed me free and unescorted access to the facility to conduct my inspection.  The gin was in operation at the time of inspection.

The facility and equipment continue to appear to be fairly clean and well maintained.  Gravel has been laid down on parts of the access road to the facility in an attempt to minimize fugitive emissions.  The facility only operates a few months of the year and is idle the remaining time. 

There were no objectionable odors noticed during the inspection.  [Facility-wide Condition 2]
There were no fugitive emissions greater than 20% opacity noticed during the inspection.  [Facility-wide Condition 3]
There were no open containers of VOC’s or other organic solvents noticed during the inspection.  [Facility-wide Condition 4]
Reasonable precautions are judged to be adequate for this type of facility.  A water trailer is available and used as needed.  [Facility-wide Condition 5]

Cotton Gin Operations

The facility was ginning cotton at the rate of 30.2 bales per hour during the inspection.  This is within the facility’s maximum permitted limit of 40 bales of lint cotton per hour.  [Specific Condition A.1]
Records showing throughput and fuel usage were available and reviewed as part of the inspection.  According to information provided the facility did not gin any bales of cotton during the previous month, and had a total of 34,141 bales ginned during the previous 12-month period ending September 30, 2005.  This is within the facility’s maximum permitted limit of 60,000 bales of lint cotton per 12-month rolling period.  The facility purchased no propane during the previous month and has purchased 62,158.6 gallons during the 12-month period ending September 30, 2005.  This is within the facility’s maximum permitted limit of 300,000 gallons per 12-month period.  [Specific Condition A.2]
Written records of operating hours were also available for Department inspection and were reviewed.  According to information provided, the facility did not gin during September and has operated for a total of 1,477.8 hours for the previous 12-month period ending September 30, 2005.  [Specific Condition A.3]
Visible emissions were less than 20% opacity during the inspection.  [Specific Condition A.4]
The facility uses a computerized recordkeeping system.  Information was readily available for the inspection and monthly and 12-month summaries are maintained as required.  [Specific Condition A.8]
RECOMMENDATIONS:

Submit an Air Operating Permit Renewal Application form prior to November 22, 2005 in order to continue to operate at the higher capacities allowed by permit # 0630039-006-AC.
