	1.  Facility Wide Conditions
	a. No objectionable odors.

b. No VE >20%.

c. Hull Lamination Building exhaust fans shall be operating whenever usage of VOC containing materials occurs and remain operating for at least 2 hrs after usage stops.  There shall be no device which reduces the vertical momentum of the stack gas.

d. All VOC/OS containing materials stored in closed containers.

e. Clean-up solvents , tools, etc. shall be in containers that prevent evaporation.

f. Limit issue of clean-up solvents to employees.

g. Doors and windows shall be closed.  Hull Lamination Building must have audible alarm that will sound after a door has been opened for > 4 minutes.

h. Vapor-tight line must exist from the storage tank to the delivery vehicle.  Vapor line must be connected before gelcoat resin is transferred into the tank.  Vehicle must be vapor tight.

i. Maintain signs (at least 2’ X 3’) adjacent to each door reminding of the need to keep doors shut.

j. Hull Lamination building employees shall be trained.  New employees within 30 days.

k. HLB ventilation system operated IAW manufacturer’s instructions.

l. Hull lamination room shall be operated under negative pressure during VOC application and for at least 2 hours after stopping.

m. Lamination Building louvered wall vents must be permanently sealed.

n. Tamper resistant switched s must be installed on the roof mounted exhaust fans.

o. Fiber filters shall be used to control overspray emissions from gelcoat operations.

p. Gelcoat area fiber filters shall be changed and maintained.

q. DEP access must be within 15 minutes of arrival.  Written procedure shall be posted at the entry gate guardhouse.

Recordkeeping

	Keep a log with the following (retain 5 years):

a.
Daily (complete by end of next business day):  Hours of operation, including 2 hr after VOC use.

b.
Monthly (within 10 business days of the end of next month):  Monthly and rolling 12 month total emission rates for each category, including emission factors.

c.
Above calculations assume uniform rates of material usage.  Appropriate recordkeeping shall be conducted if routine and significant deviations from uniform usage are experienced.

d.
Supporting documentation (MSD sheets, purchase orders, etc.) shall be kept and shall include sufficient information to determine VOC emissions.

Record date of all gelcoat booth filter changes.
	Facility had records back to 1998.  Employee works hours are used to track hours of operation.  Receipts are used to track material usage.  Emission factors in permit (guidance memo) were being used to calculate emissions.

Report any proposed process changes 15 days prior to proposed implementation.

	COMMENTS

Comments on Block 1 items:

Propylene carbonate is the solvent that is used.  The dispenser is locked and there are specific times when it is dispensed.

Signs are posted by the overhead doors.  One of the large doors was opened for 3½ minutes and the alarm sounded.  Several doors were checked for positive pressure.

Reviewed training records and operating procedures that new employees are trained on.

Gelcoat filters are changed every other day. 

Comments on Block 2 item:

Values are from the 2001 Annual Operating Report.  The pounds per hour values are a hold over from toxics laws that are not in force any more.  They are used for guidance only.

The plan is to modify this facility to manufacture only blue water/salt water fishing boats.  They plan on manufacturing ~3,500 boats/year.
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
