	I, James Burkholder (JB), went to Precision Boat Works, Inc. on September 10, 2009 to perform an onsite compliance inspection as part of a full compliance evaluation.
Precision Boat Works is a smaller operation and is considered a Synthetic Minor for HAPs and VOCs.  The facility was well maintained and kept good housekeeping practices.  There is a small paint booth located inside of the building towards the back.  All of the resin and gelcoat operations are applied inside of the paint booth.  Two exhaust fans exhaust air from the spray booth area and there are multiple garage bay openings to help ventilate the building.  All of the solvent, resin, and gelcoat containers were properly sealed.  No objectionable odors were detected; however, resin or gelcoat application was not in operation.
There is a woodworking station near the front of the building by the office, which was well maintained to prevent fugitive particulate emissions.  A shop-vac is used to remove excess particulate emissions from the work station.

Production has slowed due to lack of business demand, which have caused a drop off in HAP and VOC emissions from the facility.  The 2009 year to date records show that emissions are:
