	I, James Burkholder (JB), and Joe Panetta (JP) went to A.S.A. Manufacturing on September 29, 2009 to perform an onsite compliance inspection as part of a full compliance evaluation.
When we arrived on site with met with Mr. Todd Duplessis, President, of A.S.A. MFG, Inc.  Mr. Duplessis pulled the requested records for VOC and HAP emissions from October of 2007 to present day.  The highest 12 month rolling emissions were in October of 2007 with:  8.21 tons total HAPs, 7.60 tons Styrene, and 11.01 tons VOCs.  The facility is permitted for 35.8 tons of total HAPs, 34.1 tons of an individual HAP, and 48.7 tons of VOCs.  The facility is well under their permitted limits for VOC and HAP emissions.  Please see the attached records for all 12 month rolling records for the referenced time frame.
The facility was well maintained and all spraying is done inside of the spray booth which has two fans to ventilate the booth.  Business demand is down and the fan filters are changed out approximately every 4 to 6 months.  When business demand increases the filters are changed out approximately every 2 months.  Fire code only permits the facility to have so much solvent inside of the building at one time because the material is very flammable.  The resins/gelcoats kept inside of the facility building were properly sealed and all solvent washes are collected and stored in sealed containers.  No objectionable odors were detected at the facility.  
Mr. Duplessis escorted JP and I to a storage shed approximately 30 yards away from the main building.  All of the solvents, resins, and gelcoats were kept in the storage shed and were properly sealed with no leaks.

At the time of inspection the facility appeared to be in compliance.
