	On March 25, 2009 the Department received a letter stating that the APAC Southeast Odessa Asphalt Plant has been idled since April 28, 2006.  An inspection was conducted on November 17, 2006 by Mr. Bill Schroeder of the FDEP Southwest District, which indicated that the facility is closed and the gates were locked.
On September 29, 2009, I, James Burkholder (JB), and Joe Panetta performed a drive by inspection to verify that the facility was still not in operation.  The facility gates were chained and locked and it appeared the plant has not operated in some time.  Vegetation was growing on the stock piles and the equipment took the appearance that it had sat idle for a while.  The paint on the plant was faded and chipping off and there were not any asphalt trucks observed anywhere in the vicinity of the plant.
As of September 29, 2009 it appears the facility is still not out of idle status and the Department should be notified if operations resume.
