	B. Specific Conditions: 
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	Rule Applicability

· The facility is subject to the provisions of Rule 62-210.300(3)(c)1. F.A.C., Conditional Exemptions from Title V Air Permitting.

· This permit maintains the facility as a synthetic non-Title V source by limiting the facility’s emissions to less than the threshold limits required for the facility to be considered a major source per Chapter 62-213, F.A.C.

· The 70 tons/hour, permanent on-site RAP crushing unit is subject to the NSPS requirements of 40 CFR 60, Subpart OOO, Standards of Performance for Nonmetallic Mineral Processing Plants.

This permit or a copy thereof shall be kept at the work site of the permitted activity.

[General Condition 12.]

Comments:  The facility is in cold shut down.  It was not operating at the time of my visit and the gates were padlocked.  
3.  Objectionable Odor – The plant shall not cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants that cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  An objectionable odor is any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere which by itself, or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.

[Rule 62-296.320(2), F.A.C.; Pinellas County Code, Section 58-178]

Comments:  An upwind/downwind survey of the facility was conducted.  The observed parameters were:

Downwind odor level detected- none;  Wind direction – North West  Upwind odor level detected-none.
4.  Unconfined Emissions of Particulate Matter - All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter. These provisions are applicable to any source, including but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alteration, demolition or wrecking, industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling, hoppers, conveying equipment, conveyor drop points, roads, parking areas, stock piles, and yards.  Reasonable precautions to be taken include, but not limited, to the following:

1. Paving and maintenance of roads, parking areas, and yards or the application of water to unpaved roads, parking areas, and yards to control emissions;

2. The use of sprinklers on stock piles, if necessary;

3. Removal of particulate matter from roads and other paved areas under control of owner or operator to mitigate re-entrainment, and from building or work areas to prevent particulate from becoming airborne; and,

4. Landscaping or planting of vegetation.

 [Rules 62-296.320(4)(c), and 62-210.300(3)(c)1.e., F.A.C.]

{Permitting Note:  If operating experience indicates that these reasonable precautions are not sufficient to control unconfined emissions, the Department reserves the right to require additional measures, such as recordkeeping for water truck gallons applied, etc.}

Comments:  The facility is in cold shut down.  It was not operating at the time of my visit and the gates were padlocked. There were no fugitive dust plumes emanating from this facility.
5.  Fugitive Emissions Opacity Standard - In order to provide reasonable assurance that the precautions and practices taken at the facility are adequate, all sources of unconfined particulate matter not subject to 40 CFR 60, Subpart OOO, (see Emission Unit Nos. 004 and 005 limitations), shall not exceed 10% opacity.  Exceedance of this limit shall not be considered a violation in an of itself, but may be a violation of the precautions specified in Specific Condition No. 4.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

Comments:  The facility is in cold shut down.  It was not operating at the time of my visit and the gates were padlocked. There were no fugitive dust plumes emanating from this facility.
6.  Circumvention – No person shall circumvent any air pollution control device, or allow the emission of air pollutants without the applicable air pollution control device operating properly.

29.  Visible Emission (VE) Test Method - Visible emissions testing for the process emission sources identified in Specific Condition No. 26 shall be conducted using the procedures of 40 CFR 60.11 and EPA Method 9, with the following additions:

A.
The minimum distance between the observer and the emission source shall be 15 feet.

B.
The observer shall, when possible, select a position that minimizes interference from other fugitive emission sources (e.g., road dust).  The required observer position relative to the sun (Method 9, Section 2.1) must be followed.

C.
For affected facilities using wet dust suppression for particulate matter control, a visible mist is sometimes generated by the spray.  The water mist must not be confused with particulate matter emissions and is not to be considered a visible emission.  When a water mist of this nature is present, the observation of emissions is to be made at a point in the plume where the mist is no longer visible.

D.
The visible emission tests shall be at least 30 minutes in duration.

E.
The permittee may use the following as alternatives to the reference methods and procedures specified in this section:

If emissions from two or more sources continuously interfere so that the opacity of fugitive emissions from an individual affected source cannot be read, either of the following procedures may be used:

a.
Use for the combined emission stream the highest fugitive opacity standard applicable to any of the individual affected sources contributing to the emissions stream.

b.Separate the emissions so that the opacity of emissions from each affected source can be read.

 [40 CFR 60.675 and Rule 62-297.310(4), F.A.C.]
