Comments:  Review of the facility record show the fuel usage for the 12 month period to be 24,841 gallons or 0.248 million gallons.    This is well below the permit limitation, and the 12 month consecutive totals are continuing decrease due to the economy.   This does not exceed the fuel limitations standard of this rule. 
2.  Facility-Wide Fuel Usage Records - In order to demonstrate compliance with Specific Condition No. 1. the permittee shall monthly record the type of fuel oil (i.e., No. 5 virgin blend fuel oil or on-specification No. 5 reclaimed fuel oil) and quantity, in gallons, of each type of fuel oil used at the facility. Comments:  The records reviewed for the fuel #5 on-specification No. 5 reclaimed fuel oil usages showed the highest 12 month consecutive totals to be 36798.3  gallons in August 2011 and 29090.7 gallons  in March of 2012.   The highest monthly usage was 6281 gal for August and 2007.9 gallons for March 2012.    The facility only uses the reclaimed #5 fuel on site for operations.

Comments:  I obtained a copy of the fuel analysis for the recent shipments of fuel the sulfur content was    0.2026 % by weight.   The Summit Environmental Technologies, analytical laboratories certificates show the analysis was performed using method ASTM Method D4294-02.

Comments:  The facility follows reasonable precautions to prevent unconfined emissions during operations.  There were no activities generating unconfined emissions at this time.

The total forthe month of March 2012 was 10,814  tons for the 12 month consecutive total. Comments:  The  last annual compliance test, conducted on 8/4/2011 showed emission of 0. 0.00633  gr/dscf gr/dscf @ 8810.33 dscf/min.  This 2012 year’s stack test performance is required to be submitted by 9/30/2012.    The facility is searching for a job which will be large enough to perform stack test at the process rate for the maximum capacity of 100 tons/hour.  (See Test files )

A.5.  Visible Emission (VE) Limitation - Visible emissions from the asphalt plant’s baghouse shall not be equal to or greater than 20% opacity.  [Rule 62-296.704(2), F.A.C.]

Comments:  The visible emissions test was not performed by air quality staff at this time as the plant was not in processing asphalt , the operation consisted of asphalt in plant ready for batching, was not able  to perform a method 9 test, no emissions observed.  The visible emissions test was performed on August 4, 2011 during the stack test.  The opacity result was 0% , and reviewed to be acceptable.

I asked him  to let A.Q. division know if unable to test due to low production.

Comments:  The facility has not and will not likely change fuel from on-specification No. 5 reclaimed fuel oil to the No. 5 virgin blend fuel oil due to cost of reclaim lower then virgin product.  This facility has conducted the previous test and the August 4th 2011 test according to appendix D requirements.  The information meth the minimum requirements for identifying the emission unit and the specification for the operations that demonstrated the test was performed as required and the test results are valid.  .  IE.  the facility notified AQ division 15 days prior to testing.  The test was performed within 90 – 100% of the maximum process rate of 100 tph.  The stack test length was 60 minutes, and was performed annually during the fiscal year.   The test was received by AQ division within 45 days of test date on 8/24/2011.  The source is in compliance with this condition.

The AQ division checked with FDEP and they determined this was not a violation of the Suncoast Paving’s permit conditions, and no modification of Suncoast Paving’s permit was required because the crushed material will not be used in the manufacturing of asphalt at this plant.
