3.  General Particulate Emission Limiting Standards.  General Visible Emissions Standard.  Except for emissions units that are subject to a particulate matter or opacity limit set forth or established by rule and reflected by conditions in this permit, no person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged into the atmosphere the emissions of air pollutants from any activity, the density of which is equal to or greater than that designated as Number 1 on the Ringelmann Chart (20 percent opacity). The permittee shall allow no person to store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds or organic solvents without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.  Nothing was deemed necessary and ordered at this time.

B.2.  Methods of Operation.  The boiler is allowed to be only fired with natural gas or new fuel oil with a maximum sulfur content of 0.05%, by weight.  No used or recycled oil shall be fired.

B.4.  Visible emissions from the boiler shall not exceed 20% opacity except for one six-minute period per hour during which opacity shall not exceed 27%.

Comments:

B.5.  The boiler shall be tested for visible emissions annually during each federal fiscal year (October 1 – September 30).  In addition, if the most recent annual visible emissions test was conducted with the boiler fired with natural gas, then within 30 days of the boiler exceeding the 400th hour of using fuel oil shall conduct another visible emissions test when the boiler is fired with fuel oil.

[Rule 62-297.310(7), F.A.C.]

Comments:

B.6.  Visible emission testing of the boiler shall be accomplished when the boiler is operating within 90 - 100% of the maximum allowable fuel usage rate as stipulated in Condition B.1.  If it is impractical to test at this rate, the boiler may be tested at less than the maximum permitted capacity; in this case, subsequent operation of the boiler is limited to 110 percent of the tested fuel usage rate until a new test is conducted.  Once the boiler is so limited, operation at a higher fuel usage is allowed for no more than 15 consecutive days for the purpose of additional compliance testing to regain the authority to operate at the permitted capacity.  Testing at conditions which are not representative of normal operating conditions may invalidate the test.   [Rules 62-297.310(2) and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

B.7.  Visible emissions tests shall be conducted using DEP Method 9 and shall be a minimum of 60 minutes in duration.   [Rule 62-297.310(4), F.A.C.]

B.8.  Submit a copy of the test report to the Air Compliance Section of the Department's Southwest District Office and the PCDEM within 45 days of testing.  The minimum requirements for stack sampling facilities, source sampling, and reporting shall be in accordance with Rule 62-297.310(8), F.A.C.  The compliance test report shall include the following:

   A.
The actual type of fuel and fuel usage rate during the test period.

   B.
A copy of the daily records required by Condition No. B.10., which includes, if fuel oil was fired during the test, the most recent documentation of the fuel oil's sulfur content.

Failure to submit this data or actual operating conditions may invalidate the test.

B.9.  The permittee shall notify the Air Compliance Section of PCDEM at least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is to begin of the date, time, and place of each such test, and the test contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted for the owner.   [Rule 62-297.310(7)(a)9, F.A.C.]

B.10. The permittee shall comply with the following:

   A.
Pursuant to 40 CFR 60.48c NSPS Subpart Dc (Standards of Performance for Small Industrial-Commercial-Institutional Steam Generating Units), the permittee is required to maintain daily records of the hours of operation and amount of natural gas combusted in the boiler.  If the most recent visible emissions test was conducted within 90 - 100% of the maximum allowable natural gas usage rate and since none of the emission limits in Subpart Dc are applicable to the boiler when firing natural gas, it has been determined by the Department that keeping records for natural gas usage and hours of operation on a monthly rather than daily basis is adequate for the purpose of verifying the periods that only natural gas is burned in this boiler.  These records shall be recorded in a permanent form suitable for inspection upon request and shall be retained for at least a 5 year period from the date of such recording.

[Rule 62-204.800, F.A.C., and 40 CFR 60.48c(g) and (i) (Subpart Dc)]

   B.
The permittee shall maintain a daily record of the hours of operation and quantity of fuel oil used in the boiler for each day of operation.  If the most recent visible emission test was conducted using natural gas, a separate daily record documenting the hours of firing fuel oil, until the 400th hour, is required in order to comply with the testing requirements of Condition No. B.5.  These records shall be recorded in a permanent form suitable for inspection upon request, and shall be retained for at least a 5 year period from the date of such recording.

[Rule 62-204.800(8)(b)4., F.A.C., and 40 CFR 60.48c(g) & 60.48c(i) (Subpart Dc).]
  C.
Ongoing compliance with the fuel oil's 0.05%, by weight, sulfur content limitation shall be demonstrated through either:

The records shall include a "fuel supplier certification" (40 CFR 60.48c(f)) consisting of the name of the oil supplier and a statement from the oil supplier that the oil complies with the specifications for fuel oil number 4, as defined by the American Society for Testing and Materials in ASTM D396-78, "Standard Specification for Fuel Oils"; or

· Actual fuel oil analysis per 40 CFR 60.60c(d)(2).  Fuel sampling and analysis shall be in accordance with 40 CFR 60 Appendix A, Method 19, Section 5.2.2 (Liquid Fossil Fuel).


These records shall be recorded in a permanent form suitable for inspection upon request, and shall be retained for at least a 5 year period.

The quarterly reports shall be submitted to the Air Compliance Section of this office and the PCDEM within 30 days of the end of the quarter being reported.

At all times, including periods of startup, shutdown, and malfunction, owners and operators shall, to the extent practicable, maintain and operate any affected facility including associated air pollution control equipment in a manner consistent with good air pollution control practice for minimizing emissions.  Determination of whether acceptable operating and maintenance procedures are being used will be based on information available to the Administrator which may include, but is not limited to, monitoring results, opacity observations, review of operating and maintenance procedures, and inspection of the source. Required Equipment.  The owner or operator of an emissions unit for which compliance tests are required shall install, operate, and maintain equipment or instruments necessary to determine process variables, such as process weight input or heat input, when such data are needed in conjunction with emissions data to determine the compliance of the emissions unit with applicable emission limiting standards.

   B.
Accuracy of Equipment.  Equipment or instruments used to directly or indirectly determine process variables, including devices such as belt scales, weight hoppers, flow meters, and tank scales, shall be calibrated and adjusted to indicate the true value of the parameter being measured with sufficient accuracy to allow the applicable process variable to be determined within 10% of its true value.

Any application form, report, compliance statement, compliance plan and compliance schedule submitted to the Department shall contain a certification signed by a responsible official that, based on information and belief formed after reasonable inquiry, the statements and information in the document are true, accurate, and complete. B.16.  Department Notification.  The permittee shall give written notification to the Department's Southwest District Office and PCDEM when there is any modification to this facility.  This notice shall be resubmitted timely and in advance of any critical date involved to allow sufficient time for review, discussion, and revision of plans, if necessary.  Such notice shall include, but not be limited to, information describing the precise nature of the change; modifications to any emission control system; production capacity of the facility before and after the change; and, the anticipated completion date of the change.   [40 CFR 60.8(d)]

A facility shall be considered to be designed to accommodate an alternative fuel or raw material if that use could be accomplished under the facility's construction specifications as amended prior to the change.  Conversion to coal required for energy considerations, as specified in section 111(a)(8) of the Act, shall not be considered a modification.

   (5)
The addition or use of any system or device whose primary function is the reduction of air pollutants, except when an emission control system is removed or is replaced by a system which the Department determines to be less environmentally beneficial.

   (6)
The relocation or change in ownership of an existing facility.

Comments:

B.18.  Any owner or operator subject to the provisions of 40 CFR 60 shall maintain a file of all measurements, including continuous monitoring system, monitoring device, and performance testing measurements; all continuous monitoring system performance evaluations; all continuous monitoring system or monitoring device calibration checks; adjustments and maintenance performed on these systems or devices; and, all other information required by 40 CFR 60 recorded in a permanent form suitable for inspection.  The file shall be retained for at least 5 (five) years following the date of such measurements, maintenance, reports, and records.

B.19.  In case of excess emissions resulting from malfunctions, each owner or operator shall notify the Air Compliance Section of this office and the PCDEM in accordance with Rule 62-4.130, F.A.C. A full written report on the malfunctions shall be submitted in a quarterly report, if requested by the Department.  [Rule 62-210.700(6), F.A.C.]

Comments:

B.22.  Circumvention.  No owner or operator subject to the provisions of 40 CFR 60 shall build, erect, install, or use any article, machine, equipment or process, the use of which conceals an emission which would otherwise constitute a violation of an applicable standard.  Such concealment includes, but is not limited to, the use of gaseous diluents to achieve compliance with an opacity standard or with a standard which is based on the concentration of a pollutant in the gases discharged to the atmosphere.

[40 CFR 60.12]

Comments:

B.23.  Credible Evidence.  For the purpose of submitting compliance certifications or establishing whether or not a person has violated or is in violation of any standard in 40 CFR 60, nothing in 40 CFR 60 shall preclude the use, including the exclusive use, of any credible evidence or information, relevant to whether a source would have been in compliance with applicable requirements if the appropriate performance or compliance test or procedure had been performed.
