	Inspection Note:  The facility is currently operating under two permits (1030153-008-AC and 1030153-009-AO.  Both have an effective date of 04/13/2006.  1030153-008-AC allows for an increase in hours of operation for air stripper 2 from 4450 to 8760/year, without increasing emissions

This permit or a copy thereof shall be kept at the work site of the permitted activity.  

[62-4.160 F.A.C. - General Condition 12.]


Comments:  The facility   FORMCHECKBOX 
 did  FORMCHECKBOX 
 did not have a copy of the permit on-site.

3.  General Visible Emissions (VE) Limit – Visible emissions from this facility shall be less than 20% opacity.  [Rule 62-296.320(4)(b)a, F.A.C.]

Comments:  I did not perform a Method 9 VE, but as I drove around the neighborhood, I looked at the Air Stripper outlets and there were no emissions emanating from them.
4. Circumvention – The permittee shall not allow any person to circumvent any pollution control device or allow the emissions of air pollution without the applicable air pollution control device operating properly.   [Rule 62-210.650, F.A.C.]

Comments: There are no control devices on these units.
5.  Fugitive VOC/Organic Solvents (OS) – The permittee shall not store, pump, handle, process, load, unload, or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC), Hazardous Air Pollutants (HAPs), or organic solvents without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.  The following procedures shall be utilized to minimize pollutant emissions:

A. maintain tightly fitting cover, lids, etc. on all containers of OS/VOC/HAPs when they are not being handled, tapped, etc.;

B. all VOC/HAPs fittings, valve lines, etc. shall be properly maintained;

C. all VOC/HAPs spills shall be attended to immediately and the waste properly disposed of, recycled, etc.;

D. all solvent from solvent washings (equipment clean-up) shall be directed into containers that prevent evaporation to the atmosphere; and

E. prevent excessive air turbulence across exposed VOC/OS.

 [Rule 62-296.320(1), F.A.C.]


Comments:  All hoses, pipes, valves and fittings were being properly maintained such that leaks and spills were kept to a minimum.
6.  Objectionable Odor - The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants, which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  An objectionable odor is any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.

[Rules 62-296.320(2) and 62-210.200(181), F.A.C; Pinellas County Code, Section 58-178]


Comments:  There were no odors outside of the property boundaries which could he attributed to Howco.
7.  Special Compliance Tests - When the Department and/or the Pinellas County Department of Environmental Management (PCDEM), after investigation, have good reason 

(such as complaints, increased visible emissions or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to
 believe that any applicable emission standard contained in a Department rule or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it shall require the owner or operator of the emissions unit to conduct
 compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions from the emissions unit and
 to provide a report on the results of said tests to the Department and the PCDEM.  [Rule 62-297.310(7)(b), F.A.C.]


Comments:  No tests have been ordered or deemed necessary.
8.  Testing Notification - The permittee shall notify the Air Compliance Section of the PCDEM at least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is to begin of the date, time and place of each such test, and the test contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test 
conducted.   [Rule 62-297.310(7)(a) 9., F.A.C.]


Comments: The facility provided the AQD with notification of testing more than 15 days advance notice.

9. Recordkeeping: Retention – All records required by this permit shall be maintained at the facility in a
 form suitable for inspection for at least five (5) years and be made available to the PCDEM and Department upon request.   [Rule 62-4.070(3) F.A.C.]


Comments:  HOWCO has records going back to 2003.
10.  Recordkeeping: Frequency - Daily records shall be completed within 3 business days and monthly records shall be completed by the end of the following month.   [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]


Comments: Daily records were completed within 3 business days and monthly records by the end of the following month.
11.  Modification – Any proposed change to this source which will cause the limitations of this permit to be exceeded, such as design parameters, may be considered a modification and must be reported to this office and the PCDEM prior to implementing the change for proper processing.  

 [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]


Comments: There have been no materials or process changes per MA Richard Dillen and none that I could see.
12.  Annual Operating Report – Submit to the Air Compliance Sections of this office and the PCDEM (unless otherwise directed by the Department) for this facility, each calendar year and on or before March 1, an annual operating report [DEP Form 62-210.900(5)] for the preceding calendar year pursuant to Rule 62-210.370(3), F.A.C.  [Rule 62-210.370(3), F.A.C.]

Comments:  Howco submitted the 2007 AOR on February 20th, 2008.
14.  Air Stripper No. 2 Operating Hours - The hours of operation for Air Stripper No. 2 are not restricted (8,760 hours/year).

[Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C. – Definitions (PTE) and Air Permit Application(s) received 08/31/2005]


Comments:  Stripper No. 2 (EU 004) operated 3,233 hours in the last 12 consecutive running months ending in October 2008.
15.  Emission Rates - The air strippers shall not exceed the following:

A.  The total VOC/OS emissions from Air Stripper No. 1 shall not exceed 1.0 tons per any consecutive 12-month period.

B.  The total VOC/OS emissions from Air Stripper No. 2 shall not exceed 5.0 tons per any consecutive 12-month period.
C.  The total VOC/OS emissions from both air strippers combined shall not exceed 6.0 tons per any consecutive 12-month period.

 [Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C. – Definitions (PTE); as requested by permittee]

Comments:  The 12 month running cumulative total VOC emissions from air stripper no. 1 was 0.0065 tons. The 12 month running cumulative total VOC emissions from air stripper No. 2 was 0.116 tons. The 12 month running cumulative total VOC emissions for both air strippers combined was 0.123 tons.
16.  Air Flow Rate - The minimum airflow from each Air Stripper shall be 1,200 ACFM.

[Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Construction Permit No. 1030153-008-AC]


Comments:  The airflows from the air strippers during the last test on record for 4/26/07 were 2,245 feet per minute and 1,615 feet per minute for EU’s 001 and 04.
18.  Water Throughput Rate - The water throughput rate to Air Stripper No. 1 and Air Stripper No. 2 shall not exceed 28.0 gpm and 90.0 gpm, respectively. The water throughput rate through Air Stripper No. 1 shall be continuously monitored and recorded.  The monitor's recordings shall be obtained from the measurements on the upstream side for Air Stripper No. 1 and the downstream side of Air Stripper No. 2.

[Rule 62-296.320(1), F.A.C. and Construction Permit No. 1030153-008-AC]


Comments:  The highest thru put rate for air Stripper #1 was 18 gallons per minute; the highest thru put rate for Air stripper #2 was 87 gallons per minute at the end of the month of August 2008.
19.  Mist Control Mechanism - To ensure that there is no mist carry-over impacting the surrounding area, each air stripper shall have adequately sized de-mister pads in the air stripper tower.

[Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Construction Permit No. 1030153-008-AC]


Comments:  The air strippers had custom made de-mister pads in place.
20.  VOC/OS Concentration in Wastewater Test Methods - In order to demonstrate compliance with Specific Condition No. 15, the batch waste water throughput shall be analyzed monthly using the appropriate EPA Method such as 601, 602, 625, etc. (see 40 CFR 136.3, Table 1C) prior to entering (influent) each air stripper, and after exiting (treatment) (effluent) each air stripper.  Note: The results of the effluent analysis for Air Stripper No. 2 cannot be used as the analysis results for the influent to Air Stripper No. 1.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Construction Permit No. 1030153-008-AC]


Comments: The facility was in compliance with the use of EPA methods of 40 CFR 136.3, Table IC for the analysis of the influent and affluent of air Strippers 001 and 004.
21.  Stripper Air Flow Test Methods - In order to demonstrate compliance with Specific Condition No. 16, the facility shall comply with the following:

A. 
The stack airflow of each air stripper shall be tested annually within 60 days prior to the date of May 30 in accordance with EPA Method 2 contained in 40 CFR 60, Appendix A and adopted by reference in Rule 62-204.800(7), F.A.C.  The minimum requirements for stack sampling facilities, source sampling and reporting, shall be in accordance with Chapter 62-297, F.A.C. and 40 CFR 60, Appendix A.

B.  The test report for each air stripper shall include the following:


1.  The associated pressure drop (delta P in inches of water).


2.  For Air Stripper No. 1 - A copy of the recorder's circular chart, which measures the wastewater flow rate for each day testing occurs.


3.  A copy of the monthly records required by Specific Condition No. 22 for the month the tests were conducted.

Submit a copy of the test reports to Air Compliance Sections of this office and the Pinellas County Department of Environmental Management (PCDEM) within 45 days of testing.  

[Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-297.310(8)(b), F.A.C.; Permit No. 1030153-008-AC]


Comments:  The last test was performed on April 3rd, 2008. The test results submitted complied with B. above.
22.  Operating and VOC/OS Emission Records – In order to document compliance with the requirements of Specific Condition Nos. 15, 16, 18 and 21 the permittee shall keep records (Batch VOC/OS Report) which contain the following information:

The concentration levels of each pollutant in the influent and effluent based on laboratory gas chromatograph results.

The monthly (pounds/month and 12 consecutive month period total (tons/12 consecutive month period) of VOC/OS emissions for each air stripper;


H.
A combined (Air Stripper No. 1 + Air Stripper No. 2) 12 consecutive month total of VOC/OS emissions (tons/12 consecutive month period).

 Other supporting documentation, such as quantitative analysis of the contaminated water, and gas chromatograph results (as presented in the laboratory reports) which gives the concentration levels of each pollutant in the influent and effluent, shall also be retained and made available at the facility.

Comments:  The Daily and Monthly records for EUs OO1 and 004 were in compliance with A through H above.
