Comments:  The facility does not have a control device to circumvent, and at this time do not have any excess emissions to report.  The filters for the three spray booths were observed to be in place for spray paintng operations.  Mr. Morabito stated they change weekly.  He stated it would be unwise to not use filters, as the accumulation of paint in stack is fire hazard and the accumulation can gum up the fans and baffles and cause decreased efficiency. (See photos).
6.  VOC or OS Emissions:  No person shall store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC) or organic solvents (OS) without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.  [Rule 62-296.320(1), F.A.C.]

Comments:  The facility installed a new enclosed mixing room.  They have the solvents in reclaim drum, and the containers observed in storage were closed.

Comments:  :  (1) The facility parking lots and roads are paved, no activity of generating unconfined emissions observed. 

 (2) there were no activities such as demolition or construction associated with the operations of this facility.

 (3) There was no accumulated particulate matter on surfaces which required the application of water or suppressants. 

 (4) No particulate needing removal. 

 (5) The building was landscaped on the north side of parking lot. .  

(6) There was capture systems associated with the three spray booths.  
(7)There was not any abrasive blasting activities at time of inspection.  I observed the sandblasting area on the east side of building. Mr. Morabito stated they use the area only when low wind conditions and not when the wind from south direction. The area was enclosed with wood wall and trailer.  I informed them a tarp could be used over the top to further reduce unconfined PM during sand blasting activities.

 (8)  There is no conveyor systems associated with this facilities operations.

Comments:  The Air Operations permit 1030154-004-AO was issued on 7/25/13 and no further action is required until time of renewal date 11/11/2016.

Objectionable Odor Prohibited:  The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow, or permit the discharge of air pollutants, which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  An "Objectionable Odor" is defined as any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere, which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.  [Rules 62-210.200 (Objectionable Odor) and 62-296.320(2), F.A.C.; Pinellas County Code, Section 58-178]

Comments:  During observations of facility off site, before entering the building, during an upwind downwind odor survey, there were no objectionable odors detected off the property.  The paint odors were mainly detectable inside booths, and mixing room.

Paint Spray Booth Overspray Filters:  The permittee shall not circumvent the paint spray booth air pollution control equipment (fiber filters) or allow the emissions of air pollutants without this equipment operating properly.  In order to provide reasonable assurance the overspray control systems are adequately controlling emissions of uncontrolled particulate matter from the spray booths, visible emissions from the paint spray booth exhausts should not exceed 5% opacity.  Exceedance of the 5% limit shall not be considered a violation in and of itself, but an indication that additional control precautions and/or practices (filter maintenance or replacement) may be necessary.  [Rules 62-4.070(3), and 62-210.650, F.A.C]
Comments:  During the off site observations of the spray booth stacks, there were no visible emissions or paint overspray on stacks or observed coming from the stacks.  (see photo)  During the tour inside the facility the three spray booth filters were observed to be in place with no gaps to allow paint overspray to bypass filters.  There was a moderate accumulation on filter pads (see photos).  Mr. Morabito stated the filters are changed weekly dependent of booth usage.  He stated they generate 6 drums of filters that are disposed of monthly to hazardous waste .

VOC RACT Emission Limiting Standards:  In accordance with Rule 62-296.513, F.A.C. (VOC RACT – Surface Coating of Miscellaneous Metal Parts and Products), the permittee shall comply with the following (only applies to the surface coating of metal parts and products):

Comments: 
 a. 3.5 VOC applies to color products; after review of records listing products used by the facility it was found they use a paint applied to metal substrates with  VOC contents ranging from 2.3 to 3.5as applied. 

b. 4.3 applies to clear coating products. There were no clear coatings exceeding this limitation found at this time.
 c. The facility contains solvents in Saftey Kleen gun cleaner.  The solvents used are returned to a waste drum. 
d. The facility surface coating operations is being expressed in units of pounds VOC/gallon of solids as applied rather than pounds VOC/gallon of coating (less water and exempt solvents) 
The facility now uses an computer application called Grip Guard, furnished by their paint vendor AZKO NOBLE.  The spread sheet allows them to put in their coating formulation being used , amounts, weights, and it calculates the VOC content, if it goes over 3.5 the results cell turns red.  They contact the vendor who supplies them with alternative coatings so they can obtain their desired color coating for sign and not exceed the 3.5VOC limitation.
