Comments:   The cutting oils and paint solvent drums were sealed.  There were no drums uncovered and no leaks or spills observed.   There was no evidence of overspray on the walls or concrete floor of the paint area.   Additionally, the quantity of thinner used is recorded as used for cleaning. 
7.  Objectionable Odor Prohibited:  No person shall cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants, which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor. Comments:  An upwind/downwind survey of the facility was conducted.  The observed parameters were:

Downwind odor level detected- none
;  Wind direction – E/ 10 mph Upwind odor level detected- none
No odors inside or outside of the property that could be attributed to the use of paints or solvents.
9.  Unconfined Particulate Emissions:  

a. No person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow the emissions of unconfined particulate matter from any activity, including vehicular movement; transportation of materials; construction, alteration, demolition or wrecking; or industrially related activities such as loading, unloading, storing or handling; without taking reasonable precautions to prevent such emissions.

(6) Use of hoods, fans, filters, and similar equipment to contain, capture and/or vent particulate matter. 

(7) Confining abrasive blasting where possible. 

(8) Enclosure or covering of conveyor systems.

Comments:  There were no unconfined particulate emissions observed.  Coastal Steel Construction has paved parking around the facility with landscaping and there was no fugitive dust emissions observed.   An airless spray system is used to apply paint.

Material VOC Content: This facility is limited to the use of coatings that do not exceed 3.5 pounds of VOC per gallon of coating, excluding water, delivered to the coating applicator (“as applied”).  Unless directed into containers that prevent evaporation into the atmosphere, the use of solvent washings shall be included in the “as applied” VOC coating content.

Comments:  The only coating used at Coastal Steel Construction Is Gray Paint with a VOC content = 3.430 lbs of VOC /gallon of coating.

Comments:  There were no objectionable odors detected and no visible emissions observed during the inspection.  The facility was not operating its spray painting operation.

Comments:  
· There were no leaks, spills or fugitive emissions observed.  
· The airless spray system had no holes in the hose assembly.  
· The RO stated that residual thinners and paint washings are confined to 55 gallon drums that are sealed and removed off-site for recycling.  

· The gray paint and thinner drums were sealed (not in use during the time of inspection).    There was no air turbulence observed.  The facility does not use fans for ventilation instead the steel assembly and paint operation building has two openings on east and west sides of the 500 sq ft structure.  

· Any spills of paint or thinner are immediately cleaned by Coastal Steel Construction.  The clean up rags are disposed in sealed in 55 gallon drums for recycling. 
A.8.
General Standards - Unconfined Particulates: All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter in accordance with the provisions in Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alteration, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling. Reasonable precautions to prevent emissions of unconfined particulate matter at this facility shall include, but not be limited to the following:

If this value is exceeded it will not be considered a violation in and of itself, but an indication that additional controls may be required.

Comments:  There were no unconfined particulate emissions observed during the inspection.  There was no dust observed from the grounds area and the facility was not spray painting.

These records shall be retained on file at the facility for at least three (3) years and shall be 
made available to the Department and the Pinellas County Department of Environmental Management (PCDEM) upon request.
