3.  Operating Hours - This facility is allowed to operate a maximum of 2,600 hours per year.

[Rule 62-210.200 F.A.C. (Definitions - “Potential to Emit”), AC52-169995]

 (Note to Permitee:  the above operating hour limitation did not appear in the previous operating permit but was established in construction permit AC52-169995)  

Comments: This facility operated the Emission Unit (EU) 2,254 hours in the past 12 months.
4.  Material Usage – In order to assure compliance with the emission limitations of Specific Condition No. 6, total facility coating usage shall not exceed the following limits:

325 gallons per month; and

3900 gallons per any 12 consecutive month period

Comments:  The EU used a high of 118 gallons of Red Oxide Primer in the month of July 2007and a high for a 12 month consecutive total of 1,237 gallons of Red Oxide Primer at the end of December 2007. 
5.  VOC RACT Emission Limitation - The volatile organic compound (VOC) content of each coating used shall not exceed 3.5 pounds of VOC per gallon of coating, excluding water, delivered to the coating applicator.

 (Title V Applicability Note:  Since all HAPs that are emitted from this facility are VOCs, the above VOC emission limitation also ensures that HAP emissions will be below the Title V major source level of 10 tons per year)

Comments:  The highest 12 month cumulative running VOC total was at the end of December 2007 with 2.16 tons.
7.  General Standards:  Visible Emissions - No person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged into the atmosphere the emissions of air pollutants from any activity, the density of which is equal to or greater than that designated as Number 1 on the Ringelmann Chart (20 percent opacity).  EPA Method 9 is the method of compliance pursuant to Chapter 62-297, F.A.C.

Comments: There were no Visible Emissions at the time of my visit. (The EU was not operating). There were also no fugitive dust plumes in the air from the facility property.
8.  General Standards:  Objectionable Odor - No person shall cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants, which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  An objectionable odor is any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere, which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.

[Rules 62-210.200(Def. “Objectionable Odor”), 62-296.320(2), F.A.C.; Pinellas County Code 58-178]

Comments: There were no odors at the EU site or around the property that might have been deemed to be originating from the EU.
9.  General Standards:  (VOC) Emissions and/or (OS) Emissions - The permittee shall allow no person to store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC) or organic solvents (OS) without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.  The following procedures shall be utilized to minimize pollutant emissions:

a. 
All equipment, pipes, hoses, lids, fittings, etc., shall be operated/maintained in such a manner as to minimize leaks, fugitive emissions and spills of solvent materials.

b.
All VOC/OS from washings (equipment clean-up) shall be directed into containers prevent evaporation into the atmosphere.

c.
Tightly cover or close all VOC and/or solvent containing vessels, drums, totes, etc., when they are not in use.
d.
Immediately confine and clean up VOC spills, and make sure wastes are placed in closed containers for reuse, recycling or proper disposal.

[Rule 62-296.320(1)(a), F.A.C.]

Comments:  The paint is directed to the spray wand by a hose that is directly connected to the paint drum.  The spray wand is submerged in a closed 1 gallon container with fuel oil when not in use.
10.  General Standards:  Unconfined Particulates - All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter in accordance with the provisions in Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alteration, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling.

[Rules 62-4.070(3), 62-296.320(4)(c), F.A.C.]

Comments: There were no unconfined emissions and painting is not performed when the wind is considered too strong to avoid fugitive overspray.
11.  VOC Records – In order to document compliance with Specific Conditions 4, 5, and 6 and in accordance with Rule 62-296.500(2)(b), F.A.C. (VOC RACT – Recordkeeping), the permittee shall maintain records for all VOC containing materials (coatings, paint, solvents, etc.) which shall contain at a minimum the following:

2.  date and description of operation (i.e., Surface Cleaning, Painting, or Equipment Cleanup);

4.  application method and substrate type (i.e., spray painting on metal);


5.  amount (gallons) and type (name and description) of coatings and solvent used at each point of application, including exempt compounds;


6.  pounds of VOC per gallon of coating, excluding water, as applied;


7.  amount of solvent used (all uses) and the solvent VOC content. 


B.  Monthly Records:


1.  facility name, ID No. (1030190), Emission Unit No. (001);


2.  the total quantity of coating used per month (gallons);


3.
  the total quantity of coatings used for the most recent 12 consecutive months (gallons);


4.  the calculated monthly VOC emissions in pounds for each operation (i.e., Surface Cleaning, Painting, or Equipment Cleanup) based upon coating and solvent usage and their respective VOC contents;


5.  the calculated most recent 12 consecutive month total for VOC emissions in tons for each operation (i.e., Surface Cleaning, Painting, or Equipment Cleanup) and the total for the facility. 

Supporting documentation (MSD sheets, purchase orders, etc.) shall be kept for each coating, which includes sufficient information to determine VOC emissions.

Comments:  The facility was in compliance with A and B above.
12.  Operating Hour Records - In order to document compliance with Specific Condition 3, the permittee shall maintain records of the hours of operation.  Operation consists of periods when surface coating or equipment cleanup is being conducted.  Records shall contain the following:

Comments: This facility operated 1,237 hours in the most recent 12 consecutive months and it typically operated for 150 hours in a month.
13. Records Retention - The records required by this permit shall be completed by the end of the following month. The logs shall be retained on file at the facility for at least two years, and be made available to the Department upon request.  [Rules 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and 296.500(2)(b)1., F.A.C.]

Comments: The facility had the records going back to 2001.
14.  Annual Operating Report - The permittee shall submit to the Air Quality Division of PCDEM each calendar year on or before March 1, a completed DEP Form 62-210.900(5), "Annual Operating Report for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility" (AOR) for the preceding calendar year. The report may also be submitted electronically in accordance with the instructions received with the AOR package sent by the Department.   In addition to the requirements of Rule 62-296.500(2)(c), F.A.C.  (VOC RACT – Reporting), the annual report shall also include a proof of compliance with the VOC RACT limitations (see Specific Condition No. 5).  This proof of compliance shall consist of a statement of the VOC content in pounds of VOC per gallon of coating, excluding water, delivered to the coating applicator, for each coating used in the year being reported.       [Rules 62-210.370(3), and 62-296.500(2)(c), F.A.C.]

Comments: Mr. Sam McClendon was made aware of this requirement.
15. Operation Permit Renewal Application - A completed application to renew this operation permit shall be submitted to the Air Program of the Southwest District Office of the Department with one copy also submitted to the Air Quality Division of the Pinellas County Department of Environmental Management no later than February 24, 2011 (60 days prior to the expiration date of this permit)….
