Comments:  there was no evidence of circumvention discovered or disclosed by the facility during this inspection.

6.  VOC or OS Emissions:  No person shall store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC) or organic solvents (OS) without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.  [Rule 62-296.320(1), F.A.C.]

Comments:  The facility has one building area used for all spraying of product.  This is a gravel partial enclosed part of the 4th building.  The paint containers were closed.  The spray wand was being maintained in a closed container.  There were no spills observed in any of the other four facility buildings which are used for metal fabrication, welding, cutting etc, assembly and storage prior to shipment. 

7.  Objectionable Odor Prohibited:  No person shall cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants, which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  An “objectionable odor” means any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.  [Rules 62-296.320(2) and 62-210.200(Definitions), F.A.C.]

Comments:  An upwind/downwind survey of the facility was conducted.  The observed parameters were:

No odors were detected at the time of inspection off property or on site during inspection.  There was no spraying at this time.

 1.  The areas around the building are paved or gravel surfaces. 

 2.  There are no construction or demolition activities associated with this facility. 

3. The do not have stockpiles or sprinkler systems, no heavy traffic patterns or need for sweep of outdoor areas.  Work activities are maintained inside the buildings.

4. There is industrial area, not a significant amount of green space.

5. Processing of metals for spray are maintained inside the structures, cutting grinding, welding are shielded with Screens.  The facility sprays I beam inside a 3 sided building to control spray paint particulate.  

6. There are no conveyor systems associated with this facility. (See photos)

Permit Administrative Requirements

7.  General Standards:  Objectionable Odor - No person shall cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants, which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  An objectionable odor is any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere, which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.  If the Department and/or Pinellas County  Air Quality Division (PCAQD) receives a valid odor complaint, the Department and/or PCAQD reserves the right to require that odor control measures/work practices be implemented.   [Rules 62-4.070(3), 62-210.200 (“Objectionable Odor”) and 62-296.320(2), F.A.C.; Pinellas County Code, Section 58-178]

Comments:  There were no odors detected off the property when observing the spray panting building at this time.  There was a mild paint odor present inside the spray room. 
8.  Annual Operating Report - The permittee shall submit to the Air Quality Division of Pinellas County each calendar year on or before April 1, a completed DEP Form 62-210.900(5), "Annual Operating Report for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility" (AOR) for the preceding calendar year. The report may also be submitted electronically in accordance with the instructions received with the AOR package sent by the Department.   In addition to the requirements of Rule 62-296.500(2)(c), F.A.C.  (VOC RACT – Reporting), the annual report shall also include a proof of compliance with the VOC RACT limitations (see Specific Condition No. A.4.).  This proof of compliance shall consist of a statement of the VOC content in pounds of VOC per gallon of coating, excluding water, delivered to the coating applicator, for each coating used in the year being reported.  [Rules 62-210.370(3), and 62-296.500(2)(c), F.A.C.]

Comments:  The facility submitted the 2012 AOR on, 2/16/13 and review completed 4/8/13 and approved. 

9
Operation Permit Renewal Application:  A completed application for renewal of the operation permit shall be submitted to the Permitting Authority with a copy to PCDEM (Compliance Authority) no later than 60 days prior to the expiration date of the operation permit.   [Rules 62-4.030, 62-4.050, 62-4.070(3), 62-4.090, 62-210.300(2), and 62-210.900, F.A.C.] 

Comments:  The renewal of permit date is 2/6/16, the facility does not need to renew permit at this time.
A.1.  Permitted Capacity - In order to assure compliance with the emission limitations of Specific Condition No. A.4., total facility coating usage shall not exceed the following limits:

a.
325 gallons per month; and

b.
3900 gallons per any 12 consecutive month period.  [Rule 62-210.200 (“Potential to Emit”) F.A.C.; Construction Permit AC52-169995]

Comments:  The records from June 2012 – June 2013 were reviewed.  The highest month of paint usage was May 2013 at  88   gallons of coating, and 751.5 gallons for the 12 month consecutive month total.   These amounts do not exceed the permit limitations. (See records attached)

A.2.  Hours of Operation - This facility is allowed to operate a maximum of 2,600 hours per year.  [Rule 62-210.200 (“Potential to Emit”) F.A.C.; Construction Permit AC52-169995]

Comments:  The highest hours of operation was 2418 hours for the 12 month consecutive total during the month of July 2012.  This does not exceed the 2600 hours per year allowed. 

A.3.  Volatile Organic Compound Emissions and/or Organic Solvent Emissions - The permittee shall allow no person to store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC) or organic solvents (OS) without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.  The following procedures shall be utilized to minimize pollutant emissions:

a.
All equipment, pipes, hoses, lids, fittings, etc., shall be operated/maintained in such a manner as to minimize leaks, fugitive emissions and spills of solvent materials.

b.
All VOC/OS from washings (equipment clean-up) shall be directed into containers prevent evaporation into the atmosphere.

c.

Tightly cover or close all VOC and/or solvent containing vessels, drums, totes, etc., when they are not in use.

d.
Immediately confine and clean up VOC spills, and make sure wastes are placed in closed containers for reuse, recycling or proper disposal.

 [Rule 62-296.320(1)(a) F.A.C.]

Comments:  There were no open containers, drums were sealed, no leaks, no loose fittings were observed on equipment, during the facility tour of the 4 production buildings ( Building 1, cutting and welding, building #2 coating metal, #3 , assembly and welding, and #4 Spray painting section .  There were no uncovered containers,  There were  no spills on floors.  The spray wand is maintained in a closed container. (See photo)

A.4.  VOC RACT Emission Limitation – The following emission limitations apply:

No owner or operator of a coating line for miscellaneous metal parts and products shall cause, allow, or permit the discharge into the atmosphere of any volatile organic compounds in excess of 3.5 pounds per gallon of coating, excluding water, delivered to a coating applicator in a coating application system; and

All volatile organic compound emissions from solvent washings shall be considered in the emission limitations in Specific Condition No. A.4.a., above unless the solvent is directed into containers that prevent evaporation into the atmosphere.

Comments:  The facility coating which is only coating used to prime metal structures is Delta Laboratories, Inc. Red Shopcoat primer.  #34R001022.  The VOC emitted is 3.54 lbs / gal.  This is acceptable level under the above limitation.  This has been the same coating used at the facility for since began operations.  The VOC content varies slightly for batches, but not considered an exceedance.   The facility does not use any other solvents or coatings for preparing the metal.  They use fuel oil to clean up if needed.  (See coating msd sheet attached).
