Comments:  The VOCs emitted in the last 12 consecutive month period totaled 3.0793 tons. The HAPs emitted in the last 12 consecutive month period totaled 0.0993 tons.
6.  Circumvention – The permittee shall not allow any person to circumvent any pollution control device or allow the emissions of air pollution without the applicable air pollution control device (baghouse) operating properly.     [Rule 62-210.650, F.A.C.]

Comments: There are no add-on pollution control devices in this facility.  Solvent cans and containers were all capped when not in use.   Rags were directed to closed receptacles and picked-up by Safety Kleen. 
7.  Objectionable Odor – The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  An objectionable odor is any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere, which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.  

[Rules 62-296.320(2), and 62-210.200, Definitions - (Objectionable Odor), F.A.C.]

Comments:  There were no objectionable odors inside or outside of the AAR facility. 
8.  Volatile Organic Compounds Emissions or Organic Solvents Emissions - The permittee shall allow no person to store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC) or organic solvents (OS) without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.  The facility shall comply with the following:

(a) All equipment, pipes, hoses, lids, fittings, etc., shall be operated and maintained in such a manner as to minimize leaks, fugitive emissions and spills of VOC/OS materials.  

(b) All VOC/OS washings (equipment clean up) shall be directed into containers that prevent evaporation into the atmosphere. 

(c) Tightly cover or close all VOC/OS containers when they are not in use.

(d) Prevent excessive air turbulence across exposed VOC/OS.

(e) Immediately confine and clean up VOC/OS spills and make sure wastes are placed in closed containers for reuse, recycling or proper disposal. 

[Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62‑296.320(1), F.A.C]

Comments: Solvent cans and containers were all capped when not in use.   Rags were directed to closed receptacles and picked-up by Safety Kleen. There were no spills, leaks or fugitive emissions.
9.  Unconfined Particulate Matter - All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined (fugitive) emissions of particulate matter in accordance with the provisions in Rule 62-296.320(4)(c), F.A.C.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alteration, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling. Reasonable precautions shall include the use of fiber filters on each paint spray booth to control unconfined particulate emissions (overspray).  [Rule 62-296.320(4)(c), F.A.C.]

Comments: There were no fugitive dust emissions around the AAR building and practically a null chance of having any fugitive dust emissions since the areas are paved and sodded.
10.  Fugitive Emissions Opacity Standards - In order to provide reasonable assurance that the fiber filters are adequately controlling overspray, visible emissions from each spray paint booth should not exceed 5% opacity.  Visible emissions in excess of this level will not be considered a violation in and of itself, but shall be an indication that additional control measures beyond those in place may be necessary and serve as justification to the Department to require additional controls or work practices.

[Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C]

Comments: The 2 spray booths that are part of this permit have been completely removed and no longer exist, thus there is no need for fiber filters. 
11.  Modifications – Any proposed change to this source that will cause the limitations of this permit to be exceeded, such as design-parameter changes or an increase in emissions, may be considered a modification and must be reported.  The permittee shall notify the Air Permitting Section of the Department’s Southwest District Office and the Pinellas County Department of Environmental Management (PCDEM) of any changes and receive written approval from the Department’s Southwest District Office of the changes prior to implementing the changes.  

[Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-210.200, Definitions – (Modification), F.A.C.]

Comments: I asked if there had been any processes or equipment added and the answer was “no equipment or process has been added”.  I also did not see any new equipment or process during the facility tour.

5. The total quantity of VOCs emitted for the month (in tons) from pre-impregnated material;

6. The total quantity of HAPs emitted for the month (in tons) from pre-impregnated material.

C. For each raw material (paint, coatings, adhesives, organic solvents, putties, fire-proofings, etc.) used that contains a VOC and/or HAP (excluding pre-impregnated material), record the following:

1. Raw material identification/description;

2. Raw material density;

3. Weight percent of VOCs in each raw material;

4. Weight percent of each individual HAP contained in each raw material;

5. The total quantity of each raw material used for month (in gallons or pounds);

6. The total quantity of VOCs emitted for the month (in tons) for each raw material;

7. The total quantity of HAPs emitted for the month (in tons) for each raw material.

D. For the facility, record the following:

1. The total quantity of pre-impregnated materials used for the most recent consecutive 12-month period (in pounds or tons).

2. The total quantity of VOCs emitted (pre-impregnated and raw material) for the month (in tons).

4. The total quantity of total HAPs emitted (pre-impregnated and raw material) for the month (in tons).

5. The total quantity of HAPs emitted (pre-impregnated and raw material) for the most recent consecutive 12-month period (in tons).

Supporting documentation (MSDS sheets, EPA "As Applied" data sheets, purchase orders, etc.) shall be kept for each material which includes sufficient information to determine VOC and HAP emissions.  If raw materials containing VOCs and/or HAPs are reclaimed or recycled, adequate records (such as mass-balance determinations) may be used to determine actual usages/emissions.  These logs/records shall be made available to the Department or the Pinellas County Department of Environmental Management (PCDEM) upon request.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Pinellas County Code, Section 58-90]
