Comments:  The total throughput of titanium metal processed (April, 13’ – March, 14’) = 2,283.44 tons/yr.

Proper Operation of Control Equipment - No person shall circumvent any air pollution control device, or allow the emission of air pollutants without the applicable air pollution control device (Torit dust collector) operating properly.  In order to provide reasonable assurance that the PM emissions from the shotblasting system are being effectively controlled by the dust collector control device, visible emissions from the dust collector exhaust shall not exceed 5% opacity.

Comments: There was no circumvention observed of the Torit dust collector.  There were no visible emissions observed based on a Method 22.  During the test performed on June 14, 2013 for the renewal there were no visible emissions observed.
