	Inspection note:  this permit, effective 12/8/09 is for the renewal of Title V Air Operation Permit and the incorporation of a construction permit, No. 1030223-010-AC for changes to Emission Unit ID No. 001:
1. the use of an  existing building as a dedicated varnishing building for wooden parts, and 

2. the use of an existing Small Storage Building for lamination and gelcoating activities associated with manufacturing dinghies and small parts.

B.1.  Operational Limitation.  The cyclone(s) and baghouse shall be in operation whenever the sawdust producing machines are operating.

Comments: Based on inspection, the central baghouse is in operation when the wood shop is in operation.
B.3.  Excess emissions resulting from startup, shutdown, or malfunction shall be permitted providing (1) best operational practices to minimize emissions are adhered to and (2) the duration of excess emission shall be minimized but in no case exceed two hours in any 24 hour period unless specifically authorized by the Department for a longer duration.  [Rule 62-210.700(1), F.A.C.]

B.4.  Excess emissions which are caused entirely or in part by poor maintenance, poor operation, or any other equipment or process failure which may reasonably be prevented during startup, shutdown, or malfunction shall be prohibited.  [Rule 62-210.700(4), F.A.C.]

B.5.  In case of excess emissions resulting from malfunctions, each source shall notify the Air Compliance Section of the Department and PCDEM in accordance with Section 62-4.130, F.A.C.  A full written report on the malfunctions shall be submitted in a quarterly report, if requested by the Department.  [Rule 62-210.700(6), F.A.C.]
B.6.  The permittee shall maintain records of the occurrence and duration of any startup, shutdown, or malfunction in the operation of this facility which results in excess emissions; any malfunction of the air pollution control equipment; and any periods during which a continuous monitoring system or monitoring device is inoperative.  [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-210.700, F.A.C.]

Comments: There were no excess emissions reported by Catalina Yachts from startup, shutdown or malfunctions since the previous inspection on February 8, 2010.  Mike Quinn is aware of condition B.5 if there is a malfunction and B6. concerning the record maintenance requirement.
B.7.   The permittee shall comply with Attachment D, which is the "Operation and Maintenance Plan" for the Wood Shop's emission control equipment (baghouse).  The Operation and Maintenance (O&M) Plan documentation logs shall be maintained at the facility for a minimum of 5 years.  At a minimum the O&M Plan shall include:

A. The operating parameters of the pollution control device.

B. Time table for routine maintenance of the pollution control device as specified by the manufacturer.

C. Time table for routine periodic observations of the pollution control device sufficient to ensure proper operation.

D. A list of the type and quantity of required spare parts for the pollution control device, which are stored on the premises.

E. A record log, which will indicate at a minimum:

1. When maintenance and observations were performed.

2. What maintenance and observations were performed.

3. Who performed said maintenance and observations.

4. Acceptable parameter ranges for each operational check.

[Pinellas County Code, Section 58-128]
