3. Based on observation, solvent is used to clean boats prior to shipping

4. All solvents observed, MMA, resin and gelcoat are stored in closed containers

5. Some of the solvent materials are stored in small safety cans

6. Spray equipment, rollers observed did not leak

7. Mr. Quinn stated that solvent clean-up is performed with gloves

8. Further stated, the procedure is to immediately attend to all spills based on the O&M Plan
