Discussed the ongoing effort to complete and issue a Title V operating permit, including the O&M Plan submittal.  The discussion revealed that the submittal is actually only a small portion of the total O&M Plan for this facility (the entire plan fills several binders, so they just sent enough to fulfill what they saw as the minimum to satisfy the requirement.  Mr. Engelmann will send me two CDs containing the complete plan.
