E. VOC emissions and HAP emissions (which are also VOCs) shall be calculated from the amount of material processed based upon the following emission factor (Ef) unless otherwise directed by the Department:

Ef = 40.0 pounds of emissions per ton of VOC/HAP processed.

F. All records shall contain the Facility Name, Facility ID, Emission Unit ID, and Date (Month/Year).

a. Supporting documentation such as VOC/HAP content, MSDS sheets, purchase orders, etc. shall be kept for each material processed with includes sufficient information to determine emissions.

b. The monthly records shall be completed by the end of the following month and kept at the facility for at least three (3) years.
