Comments:  The facility appears to be complying with the permit and in process of permit modification for the installation of new printers.  #1 is a Flexographic printer which is being rented until the facility determines if operation is what they will be purchasing permanently, #2 is a Lithographic printer Karat Carton.  The facility removed printers 17, 19 and 23.  The new operation permit issued 2/6/14 states facility authorized to operate 21 printers1030264-008-AO, Nine Lithographic web press UV-cured; Two Flexographic press water-based; Four Flexographic press UV-cured; Two Flexographic press w/ one UV station water based; One Lithographic sheet fed press UV-cured; One Lithographic web press; One Silkscreen press.

(See record copies)  The highest reported monthly emissions for VOC was 1.43  tons for February  2013    and   14.4  tons for the consecutive 12 months period with the highest lb/hour as 4.27  lbs VOC .  (See record copies)
 The highest individual HAP  was Ethylene glycol 0.54  tons, and   .88 tons HAP for the /12-month period for the month of   February 2013. Comments:  I observed the KBA Karat 74 printing press.  (see Photo) This unit according to Mr. Dilley was placed site approximately 6 months ago.  He stated it was in testing mode at this time.  It appeared to be operational.  I asked Mr. Dilley if the facility sent notification of start up in July 2013.  He stated he thought they had, and the operation permit was in process with FDEP.  I reviewed the FDEP ARM data base entries and confirmed the permitting status was up to date.    I spoke with Nancy Knight FDEP; she stated they had not received commencement of operation notification.  I sent email to Mr. Barrett requesting copy of his notification.  He sent notification, which stated commenced operation of the Karat 74 on 2/12/ 2014.  The operation permit had been issued as of 2/6/2014, which served as notification of the commencement of operation of the new emission unit.  This was within 15 days of setting the emissions unit into operation.
