Comments:  The highest reported emissions were _2.24_tons VOC and 16.7 per 12 months totals.  The   individual HAP .204 tons, and   1.79  tons total HAPS/12-month period for the months of  Oct 2009,  Feb 2010, & July 2010  respectively.  Reviewed records for the months of  August 2009  through  July 2010.   (See record copies).   The emissions did not exceed the permit limitations.

Printing Presses.  The maximum total number of operational printing presses at this facility is limited to 43.  [Permit No. 1030264-003-AC]

Comments:  The facility is only currently operating 24 presses.  1- Lithographic web (soy ink), 9 - Lithographic web (UV ink), 1- Lithographic Sheet fed ( UV ink), 1- Silkscreen pres uses (solvent or UV ink), 6 Flexographic pressed (water base ink), 4 Flexographic presses (UV ink) and 2 Flexographic presses (water base and UV ). The economy has resulted in lay off of employees and reduction of hours the facility removed older presses.
6.
Operating Changes.  Any proposed change to this source that will cause the limitations of this permit to be exceeded--such as design-parameter changes or an increase in emissions may be considered a modification and must be reported. Comments:  There are no changes in operations projected at this time.  The facility recently renewed permit for the current operations.

Work Practices.  The permittee shall allow no person to store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC) or organic solvents (OS) without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.

All equipment, pipes, hoses, lids, fittings, etc., shall be operated/maintained in such a manner as to minimize leaks, fugitive emissions and spills of solvent materials.  This includes returning all VOC and OS containing fluids into closed containers during lengthy periods of time when the equipment is not operating.

B.
All VOC/OS from washings (equipment clean-up) shall be directed into containers that prevent evaporation into the atmosphere.

C.
Tightly cover or close all VOC containers when they are not in use.

D.
Prevent excessive air turbulence across exposed VOCs.

E.
Immediately confine and clean up VOC spills and make sure wastes are placed in closed containers for reuse, recycling or proper disposal. 

 [Rules 62-4.070(3) & 62-296.320(1)(a), F.A.C.]

Comments:  The facility work spaces were clean and organized, and the containers and wash tanks were observed to be closed during presses operations.  The drum storage area which previously had drums stored on pallets have secondary containment receptacles under the drums.  There were no spills observed on the floors during the tour of the facility.
10.
Recordkeeping.  A recordkeeping log shall be established and maintained to document compliance with Specific Condition No. 4.  At a minimum, the log shall identify and quantify each ink, coating, solvent, and other material used in the printing operations which contain VOCs and/or HAPs. These records shall be retained on file at the facility for at least three years and shall be made available to the Department and the PCDEM upon request.  

VOC content of coatings may also be determined by using EPA Method 24 or 24A contained in 40 CFR 60, Appendix A, and adopted by reference in Rule 62-297 F.A.C. New coatings, or the same coatings supplied by a different manufacturer, shall be tested for VOC content using EPA Method 24, 24A, or the above mentioned certification prior to use.  Should the permittee wish to claim credit for solvent disposed of as hazardous waste, the VOC and HAP content of the waste must also be  determined.  If different coatings are used from those included in the application, submit the new coating(s) test results to the Southwest District office along with the application for the operating permit. Comments:  Reviewed records for the months of  January 2009 – August 2010.   A. The records were all headed with facility and permit ID.  B. The VOC and HAP records listed gallons used.  C. There is separate logs for the recording of the Individual VOC/HAP content for each product.   D. The log for the 12 month running VOC and HAP list the hours of operation, with Lbs of VOC for the lbs/hour of VOC during each month. I.E 6.05 lbs VOC/hour for July 2010.  E.  The record called 12 month runningVOC  and monthly HAP tons emitted show 12 month totals.  G. Chemical list shows products or items purchase per monthly bases.
8.  The production log required by Specific Condition No. 7 shall be updated at least monthly.  These records shall be maintained at the facility for a minimum of the most recent three year period and shall be made available to the Department and the Pinellas County Department of Environmental Management, Air Quality Division, upon request [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Pinellas County Code, Section 58-90].

Comments:  Reviewed records for the months of  August 2009 – July 2010.  The record sheets are maintained in the Air Permit Emissions Tracking binder, in Mr. Barrett’s office.  (See copies of records attached)

9.  Supporting documentation (examples: "As Supplied" and "As Applied" sheets, MSD (Material Safety Data) sheets, EPA data sheets, purchase orders) shall be maintained at the facility for each ink, coating and solvent utilized at the facility. The products used at each work station are cross referenced to Mr. Barrett’s records in his Master Copy Record in his office.  The Master list is updated monthly and the book number is reference to which book contains the MSD sheet.  Mr. Williams state he updates the MSD sheets, which are based on the purchase invoices monthly. They maintain a Master list of products. (See copy)
