	Inspection Note:  This is the permit became effective on 4/19/11{Permitting Notes:  As identified in the permit application dated February 7, 2011, the facility is subject to 40 CFR 63 Subpart HHHHHH – National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants: Paint Stripping and Miscellaneous Surface Coating Operations at Area Sources and 40 CFR 63 Subpart WWWWWW – National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants: Area Source Standards for Plating and Polishing Operations.  Subpart HHHHHH is applicable to facility’s surface coating operations (Emissions Unit Nos. 001 and 002), while Subpart WWWWWW is applicable to the chromate conversion process tank that is part of the chemical film process line. This emission unit 002 is kept active under the permit for the possible use of spray painting other parts or signage.  The facility has not uses the spray booths for any other coating projects other then aerospace parts.  The emission unit 002 Surface Coating for non-Aerospace Parts and Components does not have material usage records.  The facility is recording 0.00 under EU002 because the facility is not spray coating metal signs, frames or any other metal parts that are not aerospace.
