Comments:  There is no evidence of circumventing the air pollution control equipment, which is a filter system used only during the pneumatic loading of the sand storage silo, and the facility utilizes tarps when sandblasting the ships or pieces are blasted in a partial enclosure on the west side of the yard.

VOC or OS Emissions:  No person shall store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC) or organic solvents (OS) without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department. Comments:  The facility maintains the paints, solvents and coatings are maintained in closed containers in a storage shed on the north east side of the property.  There were no spills observed.  The facility uses a solvent recycling device for acetone recovery.

Comments:  The facility yard does not have paved areas.  There is no application of water on yard as there traffic is mainly employees and crane operations.  There is no addition of oil or suppressants in close proximity to open body of water.  There is no entrainment from rear ship yard to the roadways.  The landscaping is only the natural growth that surrounds the property.   There is a 3 sided enclosure for the sandblasting to confine particulate matter.

Comments:   The facility uses pre-coated steel panels for the construction of ships.  The paints used are primer, and colored enamel ship coatings for the exterior of the ships.  The painting in progress at this time was roll on and brush work on the smaller vessels in yard.  There was no spray painting activities at this time.

HAP and VOC Emissions:  Emissions from the painting operation shall not exceed 4.93 tons per any consecutive 12-month period for VOCs.  [Construction Permit 1030480-004-AC]

Comments:  The monthly log is maintained by Joel Duckworth.  The 12 month totals for 2011 and 2012 were below the 4.93 tons for the 12 month consecutive totals.  The highest monthly total was 0.324715 tons for August 2011 and 0.468 tons for February 2012.   The April 2012, 12 month total was 2.473 tons.  (See attached 12 month consecutive total log)

These records shall be maintained at the facility for a minimum of the most recent three (3) year period and made available to the Department and the PCAQD upon request.

Comments: The facility maintains log sheets for the paint coatings and solvents used on monthly bases.    (See attached paining operations log)

Supporting Documentation: Supporting documentation (Material Safety Data Sheets, "As Supplied" sheets, purchase orders, inventory records, production records, etc.) shall be kept for each VOC-containing material used in order to provide sufficient information to document how VOC emissions were calculated. All of the above records shall be retained for at least three (3) years, and kept on site and made available to the Department and the PCDEM upon request.
