D. Prevent excessive air turbulence across exposed VOCs; and

E. Immediately confine and clean up VOC spills and make sure wastes are placed in closed containers for reuse, recycling or proper disposal.

Comments:  All unused and spent printing inks were sealed in 55 gallon drums.  There were no observed structural/pipe leaks leading to the RTO.  The press areas were clean. Volatile Organic Compound Emission Limitation:  VOC emissions from the printing presses shall not exceed 49.9 tons in any consecutive 12-month period.  This value includes the stack and fugitive emissions from the printing inks, fountain solution, wash solutions, natural gas combustion, and miscellaneous VOC-containing materials.

Thermal Oxidizer Visible Emission Compliance Testing:  The permittee shall test the thermal oxidizer exhaust stack for VE annually, on or within 60 days of March 18th.  Further, the permittee shall test the thermal oxidizer exhaust stack for VE within 60 days of commencing operation of both Harris Graphics Model 110 Heatset Lithographic presses and no later than 180 days after commencing operation of either of the two (2) Harris Graphics Model 110 Heatset Lithographic presses.  A copy of the test data shall be submitted to the Air Quality Division of the PCDEM and the Air Compliance Section of the Southwest District Office of the Department within 45 days of testing.  [Rule 62-297.310, F.A.C.]

Visible Emission Compliance Test Method:  Compliance with the VE limitations shall be demonstrated using EPA Method 9. The thermal oxidizer VE test shall be conducted by a certified observer and be a minimum of 30 minutes in duration and include the period during which the highest opacity emissions can reasonably be expected to occur.  Testing of emissions shall be conducted while all four (4) heatset presses are operating under normal conditions, if feasible.  The VE test shall be conducted during the thermal oxidizer VOC destruction efficiency stack test (in accordance with Specific Condition No. 24).

Comments:  The test was completed on 1/15/13.  It was received on 2/19/13 and reviewed on 2/22/13.

Thermal Oxidizer Destruction Efficiency Compliance Testing:  The permittee shall test the thermal oxidizer stack inlet and outlet to determine VOC destruction efficiency within 105 to 360 days prior to the expiration of the facility operation permit.  Further, the permittee shall test the VOC destruction efficiency within 60 days of commencing operation of both Harris Graphics Model 110 Heatset Lithographic presses and no later than 180 days after commencing operation of either of the two (2) Harris Graphics Model 110 Heatset Lithographic presses.  A Method 9 VE test shall be performed simultaneously with one of the three (3) Method 25/25A runs required in order to determine VOC destruction efficiency.   A copy of the test data shall be submitted to the Air Quality Division of the PCDEM and the Air Compliance Section of the Department’s Southwest District Office within 45 days of testing.  (See Specific Condition No. 28 for test report requirements.)   [Rule 62-297.310, F.A.C.]

Comments:  The facility will need to perform a VOC destruction efficiency test between the time period of 2/26/13 (1 yr prior) to 11/13/13 (105 days prior) of permit expiration on 2/26/14.  Ms Diaz is aware the facility will need to perform a Method 9 VE test during the Method 25 or 25A test and that a copy of the test results will need to be submitted to Air Quality and FDEP SW District.

Compliance Testing Notification:  The permittee shall notify the Air Quality Division of the PCDEM at least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is scheduled, of the date, time, and place of each such test, and the test contact person who will be responsible for coordinating each test.

Thermal Oxidizer Volatile Organic Compound Destruction Efficiency Test Methods and Procedures:  Compliance with the VOC destruction efficiency requirement of Specific Condition No. 16 shall be conducted using EPA Methods 1, 2, 3, 4, and 25 or 25A, and the methods and procedures described in the attached FDEP DARM Guidance Memos (see Attachment 1 - FDEP DARM Guidance Memos DARM-OGG-2 and DARM-OGG-04).  During the compliance test, the VOC content of the ink shall either be determined by using data from the most recent Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) or an EPA Method 24A test.  Any alternative method for determining VOC content may only be used after written approval is obtained from the Air Compliance Section of the Department’s Southwest District Office or the PCDEM.

Press Line Operation During Testing:  Testing shall be accomplished while simultaneously operating all four (4) presses at 90 - 100% of the maximum "Printing Ink" utilization rate (defined as all four (4) heat-set presses in operation under normal conditions printing products that could be expected to result in high VOC inlet loading to the thermal oxidizer).  If fewer than four (4) presses are operating during the compliance test then operation is limited to this number of each type of press or less (i.e. if two of press ‘A’ and one of press ‘B’ are operating during testing, then the facility is limited to operating a maximum of two of press ‘A’ and one of press ‘B’) until such time as successful testing with more presses in operation is conducted.  Operation with more presses in service is allowed for no more than 15 consecutive days for the purposes of conducting this additional compliance testing.  Failure to submit a statement of the status of the operation of the presses during the test period, or operating at conditions which do not reflect normal operating conditions, may invalidate the test.

Compliance Test Report:  Test reports shall be submitted to the Air Quality Division of the PCDEM and the Air Compliance Section of the Department’s Southwest District Office within 45 days of testing. Material Usage and Hazardous Air Pollutant/Volatile Organic Compound Emission Records:  In order to document compliance with the HAP and VOC limitations of Specific Condition Nos. 4 and 15, monthly HAP /VOC material usage and emission records shall be prepared for this facility. F. The quantity of other HAP-/VOC-containing materials (identify material with description) utilized (gallons and /or pounds per month), less disposal and/or reuse;
(Note:  At the permittee’s option the assumption may be made that material purchases equal material usage provided that no material is used which are not purchased.)
G. Each individual HAP and VOC content (as applied) for each of the above materials utilized; (If gallons are recorded for usage, content shall be recorded as lbs/gallon.  If pounds are recorded for usage, content shall be recorded as percent by weight.)

H. A calculation of each individual HAP, total HAP, and VOC emissions (pounds per month) from the above materials based upon the information in F. and G. above;

I. A calculation of the VOC emissions from natural gas combustion;

J. A monthly total of facility individual HAP, total HAP, and VOC emissions;

K. A calculation of the total facility individual HAP, total HAP, and VOC emissions for the most recent consecutive 12-month period; and

L. A calculation of each individual HAP, total HAP, and VOC emissions for the most recent consecutive 12-month period for this facility and the Cox Target Media Inc. Largo facility (Facility ID 1030240) combined.

 (VOC/HAP Emission Calculation Notes:  Unless modified by the Department or the PCDEM, the following assumptions are made for the purposes of VOC/HAP emission calculations for this facility:

Printing Inks: HAP/VOC emissions from printing inks are based upon the assumption that 20% of the HAPs/VOCs from printing inks are retained on the printed product.  The remaining 80% of the HAP/VOC emissions from printing inks are captured (100% capture efficiency in the dryer due to the speed of the line and the composition of the inks) and sent to the thermal oxidizer which has a 98% (or greater) destruction efficiency.
Fountain Solutions: 50% of the fountain solution VOCs are assumed to be captured and sent to the thermal oxidizer which has a 98% (or greater) destruction efficiency.  The other 50% of the fountain solution VOCs are fugitive emissions which exit the building through vents.

Wash Solutions: VOCs from wash solutions (roller/blanket wash) and Baldwin Cleaning Agent are assumed to be all fugitive emissions which exit the building through vents.

Combustion VOC Emissions: VOC emissions from natural gas combustion in the dryers (4) and thermal oxidizer can be assumed to be equal to 0.0433 tons/month and 0.52 tons/ year (worst case Potential to Emit assuming operation of dryers and oxidizer for 8,760 hours/year at maximum design heat input rate).)
Comments:  The emissions calculations recorded by the facility were based on the most recent VOC Destruction Efficiency (DE) of 99% was determined along with the other assumptions listed above.

Hazardous Air Pollutant and Volatile Organic Compound Records Documentation:  Supporting documentation ("As Supplied", "As Applied" sheets, Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS), EPA data sheets, purchase orders, etc.) shall be kept for each ink and HAP-/organic solvent- (OS)/VOC-containing material utilized at the facility,  including "non-VOC" solutions in use.  This documentation shall include sufficient information to:

A. Provide reasonable assurance that any "non-VOC" solution/solvent in use at the facility indicates no VOC content based on an EPA Method 24 or 24A test; and

B. Provide the basis for any electronic recordkeeping used for reporting emissions limitations or utilization rates required in Specific Conditions of this permit.

[Rule 62‑4.070(3), F.A.C.; Pinellas County Code, Section 58-90; Construction Permit 1030509-003-AC]

Comments:  Supporting documentation for the ink and solvent VOC contents were reviewed by Air Quality.    The facility satisfies both provisions of the condition.  The basis of the electronic recordkeeping is to tag each material used with its MSD sheet information.

Non-Volatile Organic Compound Material Substitution:  The substitution of a non‑VOC containing material for an existing production material containing VOC shall not require recordkeeping, however, a log entry is required at the time of material substitution stating that a "non‑VOC solution/solvent has been substituted for (specify material)".

(Permitting Note:  A "non‑VOC" material is defined as a material which indicates no VOC content per an EPA Method 24 or 24A test.)  [Rule 62‑4.070(3); Pinellas County Code, Section 58-90]

Comments:  No substitutions were made according to Ms. Diaz.

Thermal Oxidizer Temperature Monitoring:  In order to document ongoing compliance with Specific Condition No. 18, the thermal oxidizer shall be equipped with devices to continuously measure and record the thermal oxidizer operating temperature during all periods of printing press operation.  The thermocouple shall be calibrated at least annually and shall be accurate to within five degrees Fahrenheit (5 (F).  [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-297.310(4)(d) (reference Table 297.310-1), F.A.C.]

(Permitting Note:  At the permittee’s option, the thermocouple may be replaced in lieu of an annual calibration, provided that the replacement thermocouple has a valid certification of calibration from the manufacturer.)

Comments:  The thermocouple measured the incinerator temperatures and they were recorded in an electronic mass storage device. The calibration was performed and was available for inspection.

Excess Emissions/Malfunction:  A record shall be made of the minimum temperature of the thermal oxidizer for each 24-hour period (12 am – 12 am) and each period that the thermal oxidizer combustion zone temperature is below 1,500 (F.  For purposes of determining compliance with the minimum temperature, five-minute averages of the two-second readings shall be used.  Each hour of the day will consist of 12, five minute blocks.  The five minute average blocks shall be based on traditional clock times (e.g. 12:05 to 12:10).  For each period that the temperature is below 1,500 °F, for five minutes or longer, the record shall include:

A. The reason for the incident;

B. The actions taken to bring the oxidizer back into compliance with a temperature at or above 1,500 °F;

C. The time the oxidizer was back in compliance with a temperature at or above 1,500 °F; 

D. The duration of the incident; and 

E. The five-minute averages over the entire time period during which the temperature was below 1,500 °F.

If required in accordance with Rule 62-210.700(1), F.A.C., an excess emissions malfunction report shall be submitted in accordance with Rule 62-210.700(6) and General Conditions Item 8.


[Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-210.700, F.A.C.]


Comments:  The facility experienced an outage to the oxidizer on October 5, 2012 from 10-10:30a.m.  During this episode the press operation was shut down.  The cause of the outage was due to an ignition fault of the RTO burner.  The condition was identified as a blockage in the gas supply tube and was corrected at 5 p.m. on the same day.  Additionally, the company calculated the emissions during the outage.  0.015 tons of VOC and 0.02 tons of HAP.  The Notification of Noncompliance under Section 22 was dated October 11, 2012 and postmarked on October 12, 2012.
