	Permitting note:  This permit became effective on 5/6/11.  It renews Federally Enforceable State Operating Permit (FESOP) 1030510-002-AF, and also removes the specific condition that limits the finishing process to the use of acrylic water based primer only.  Painting operations at this facility will qualify for a categorical exemption under Rule 62-210.300(3)(a).27., F.A.C.  This change affects both emissions units.

General Conditions [62-4.160, F.A.C.]
8.  If, for any reason, the permittee does not comply with or will be unable to comply with any condition or limitation specified in this permit, the permittee shall immediately provide the Department with the following information:

Comments:  There was no circumvention observed to the baghouse or the associated control equipment.  A fire had destroyed the Donaldson DF04-1444 dust collector on July 27, 2013.  The same model was installed in August.  The company used portable units in the interim.
6.  VOC or OS Emissions:  No person shall store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC) or organic solvents (OS) without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.  [Rule 62-296.320(1), F.A.C.]

Comments:  There are no solvents used at the facility.  All paints are water-based.  Solvents have not been used since 2007.

General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards - Objectionable Odor: No person shall cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  An objectionable odor is any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.  

[Rules 62-296.320(2) and 62-210.200 (Definitions), F.A.C.; Pinellas County Code, Section 58-178]

Comments:  No objectionable odors detected during the inspection and no odor complaints during the compliance year.

10.
Reasonable Precautions for Unconfined Emissions of Particulate Matter:  All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alteration, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling.  At a minimum, the following precautions shall be taken by the permittee: 

a. Use of water when necessary to control fugitive emissions, such as the use of water to keep roadways and work areas damp to control dust and airborne emissions.

b. Removal of particulate matter from roads and other paved areas under the control of the owner or operator of the facility to prevent re-entrainment, and from buildings or work areas to prevent particulate from becoming airborne.

c. Landscaping or planting of vegetation.

d. Exercise good housekeeping practices at all times.

e. Attend to upset conditions promptly.

f. Make applicable personnel aware of the environmental requirements in the permit.

[Rules 62-296.320(4)(c)1. and 3., F.A.C.; Construction Permit 1030510-001-AC]

Comments:  There were no unconfined PM emissions observed.  Marshfield Doors is a closed in facility.  The unconfined emissions (saw dust) from sawing, routing and sanding are contained inside the building.  The saw dust is swept and contained in closed barrels for later removal to a closed dumpster.  The Donaldson dust collector is monitored to verify that the bags have not been compromised.  During the inspection, the pressurized side of the Donaldson collector read 4.4 psi for EU 001.  The range is 1-9 psi.  If at 9 psi, the bags are totally impacted and the collector will not function correctly.  The facility attends immediately to upset conditions with the collector and follows good housekeeping practices. 

11. 
Fugitive Emissions Opacity Standard.  In order to provide reasonable assurance that the precautions and practices taken at the facility are adequate, visible emissions from all sources of unconfined particulate matter at the facility’s property line should not exceed 5% opacity.  Exceedance of this limit shall not be considered a violation in and of itself, but may be a violation of the precautions specified in Specific Condition No. 10.

[Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

Comments:  There were no visible emissions from EU 001 during the inspection (Method 22)

Permitted Capacity:  The maximum production rate for the fiberboard door manufacturing operation shall not exceed 850 doors per day.

Comments:  Highest production rate for door manufacturing = 296 doors/day (11/20/13)

Visible Emissions: Visible emissions from each section of the dust collector system shall not exceed 20% opacity, however, in order to provide reasonable assurance that each section is being properly operated, visible emissions from each section should not exceed 5% opacity.  Exceedance of the 5% limit shall not be considered a violation in and of itself, but an indication that the dust collector is not functioning properly.

Comments:  There were no visible emissions from EU 001 during the inspection.

The actual production rate (in number of doors per hour) for the test period shall be included in the test report for each test.  Failure to submit the actual production rate for the test period and a copy of the daily log for the test day with the test report may invalidate the test and fail to provide reasonable assurance of compliance.

Comments:  Under Appendix D, the facility notes its process rate during the test.  16 doors were produced during the 30 minute test.  32 doors/hr. Regulated, 35 doors/hr.

The daily records are completed the same day.  The records have been on-site since 2006.  A copy of this record is attached to the inspection report.

Operation and Maintenance (O & M) Plan for Particulate Matter Control:  The permittee shall maintain and implement an O & M Plan for the dust collector to include a schedule for the maintenance and inspection of the control device, collection systems, and auxiliary equipment. Records of inspections, maintenance, and performance data of the control device and auxiliary equipment shall be retained at the facility for a minimum of two (2) years and shall be made available to the Compliance Authority upon request.  The O&M Plan may be amended with the prior approval of the Compliance Authority.  At a minimum, the O&M Plan shall include:

b. Timetable for the routine maintenance of the pollution control device as specified by the manufacturer.

c. Timetable for routine periodic observations of the pollution control device sufficient to ensure proper operations.

d. A list of the type and quantity of the required spare parts for the pollution control device, which are stored on the premises of the permit applicant.

e. A record log which will indicate, at a minimum:

1. When maintenance and observations were performed;

2. What maintenance and observations were performed;

3. Who performed said maintenance and observations; and

4. Acceptable parameter ranges for each operational check.

Comments:  

The facility keeps maintenance records. A copy of the record for 10/29/13 is attached to the compliance file.  Specifically, what was checked whether it’s the purge operation, collector auger, transfer auger, dust shed auger or trailer level, when it was checked and who checked it.  The dust collector pressure is checked.  The checks occur every 3 hours/work day.  The facility meets the provisions of the condition.  A copy of this record is attached to the inspection.
