Comments:  This facility does not typically have operations, which generate unconfined emissions outside of the building.  There was a remodel of the front of the building; most of construction activity was inside building.  A check later with the Asbestos section verified they had notified and taken proper steps for construction activities.  There is no unconfined particulate matter activities associated with the roads; the landscaping is still in place.  There is use of hoods inside for the collection of emissions from the ovens. inside the building from the ovens.  There is no abrasive blasting performed at this bread making facility.
(2).   In addition to the standard products, the facility also bakes seeded breads and breads containing cheese ingredients.  During the baking of these products, the potential for visible emissions from oven vents (exceeding the facility wide opacity limit of less than 20 %) exists.  To reduce visible emissions below the facility wide opacity limit, the facility may utilize exit blowers that will add sufficient volumes of air to the oven vents.  The use of baking pans with special surface coatings (parchment paper, silicone coated) may also allow the production of these special products with acceptable visible emissions.

The highest production month for EU 001 Mecatherm was August 2012 at 498.5 tons of bread baked with .997 tons VOC emission per that month.  The 12 month consecutive total for VOC emissions was 11.84 tons.  The unit was below the 19.3 tons limitation of the permit and in compliance.

Comments:  The permit limitations calculated for the facility while operating at full capacity continuously 24/7 with all oven emissions units 001, 005 and 006.  This means all ovens would have to be operating continuously to exceed permit limitations.  Mr. Leibensperger had maintained the monthly records for the ovens in the facility computer.  I informed Mr. Cimpean, that they keep record through the production of the daily bread batches.  The flour is loaded into the storage silos, it dispenses into the building vats, where mixed batches and bread produced.  The dough goes through the conveyor lines.  The bread is formed, cut, allowed to rise, baked in the ovens, flash frozen and packaged for shipment.  The employees collect the process information as they use flour to make bread batches.  These measurements are transferred to the record spread sheets.  Mr. Cimpean said he was aware of this and keeping records, but was not able to access the spreadsheet because he did not have password for Mr. Leibensperger’s personal computer.  I told Mr. Cimpean he could contact his consultant Marvin Scott to assist them with the permit issues, and recordkeeping, as the facility records for the 2012 AOR had been completed by Southern Environmental Consulting.
