· There were no leaks observed in the hoses or fittings associated with the Egyptian Coating operation and varnish dip process.  
· All lacquer containers were closed and sealed.  If there are spills of paint associated with each process, the facility disposes spent clean up rags in sealed cans. 
· The Control Power Transformers (CPT) has a system that recaptures used lacquer through a floor gate.  
· There were no solvent odors detected with each process.

All of the above records shall be kept at the facility for the most recent two-year period and made available to the Department and the Pinellas County Air Quality Division upon request.    [Rule 62-296.500(2)(b), F.A.C.; Construction Permit 1030528-001-AC]
