In order to avoid the VOC RACT requirements of Rule 62-296.511, F.A.C. – Solvent Metal Cleaning, the parts washer is limited to a maximum VOC emission rate of 200 pounds per any consecutive 12-month period.

Comments:  The facility only uses Safety Kleen Solvent 150.  The highest total used was Mar, 13’ = 1 gal.  Less than 6.7 lbs of material. (6.672 lbs/gal x 1 gallons).  At no time during the compliance year did the facility exceed the maximum VOC emission rate.  Additionally, the facility never used any of the above referenced solvents in the parts washer.

Supporting documentation (MSDS sheets, purchase order, etc.) shall be kept for each material which includes sufficient information to determine VOC emissions.  These records shall be recorded in a permanent form suitable for inspection by the Department and Pinellas County Air Quality Division upon request and maintained at the facility for the most recent three (3) year period.
