Comments:  The facility has not reported any non compliance issues to this date.  There are no control devices associated with the filter presses operation.  I observed the nine filter presses.  There were four in operation at the time of inspection.  There were two carton packaging machines in operation but they do not use the ethanol.  Typically the maximum is the operation of 6 filter machines at one time.  
Common Conditions [Rule 62-296.320(4)(c), F.A.C.]
Unless otherwise specified in the permit, the following conditions apply to all emissions units and activities at the facility.

Emissions and Controls

2.  Circumvention:  The permittee shall not circumvent the air pollution control equipment or allow the emission of air pollutants without this equipment operating properly.  [Rule 62-210.650, F.A.C.]

Comments:  There is not at control device associated with the ethanol usage.  The permittee has the air pollution control devices for the filter paper collection system a FARR Gold Series, Model GS36, cartridge dust collector attach by pick up points to the filter presses.  I observed was in operation during inspection. 
6.  VOC or OS Emissions:  No person shall store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC) or organic solvents (OS) without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.  [Rule 62-296.320(1), F.A.C.]

Comments:  The ethanol is contained in closed drums, in locked flame proof lockers. (See photos)  The ethanol is pumped into a dispenser which fills each filter press vessel.  This is a closed container which gravity feeds the ethanol to the nozzles over the filter paper.  The spray is used to eliminate static charge for maintaining press operation.  The nozzle spray area is covered and injects onto paper surfaces as needed.  There were no spills or open containers observed during inspection of facility. 
9.  Unconfined Particulate Emissions:

 (1) the surrounding building area is paved. 

 (2) No water control is needed for this facility. 

 (3)  There is no need for suppressants, any debris or

(4) particulate for this facility, outside of building operations. 

(5)  There is landscaping. 

(6) The filter paper which is cut in the filter press machine is controlled by the pickup points for each filter press inside the building..  

(7) The paper is taken to a separate room captured with cyclone vacuum bag system.  

(8) The paper is bundled into bales, which are loaded into trucks at dock and shipped to be recycled into diapers and into reusable paper rolls for filters.  
The areas inside and outside of building were observed to be clean swept, and no unconfined emissions were occurring during operations. The facility is complying with this condition.

[Rules 62-296.320(2) and 62-210.200(Definitions), F.A.C. and Pinellas County Code, Section 58-178]

Comments:  There were no objectionable odors detected outside the building. There were no solvent odors.  The only odors detected during the interior building inspection, was a mild odor from the filter paper around filter press equipment, and the locked chemical storage lockers.   There were four filter presses in operation at this time.  
11.  Documentation - Supporting documentation (e.g., MSD sheets, “As Supplied” sheets, “As Applied” sheets, purchase orders, inventory records, production records, etc.) for the records required by Specific Condition Nos. A.2. and B.2. which include sufficient information to determine VOC and HAP emissions, shall also be kept.  At the permittee’s option, “quantity received” may be reported to satisfy the requirement of “quantity used”.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

Comments:  the Ethanol usage for the filters is the same, they are purchasing from company Brenntag MID South, Ind Co.  The MSD sheets are maintained in yellow binders located in hall across from Mr. Donovan office, beside the manufacturing area.  I obtain,  a copy of the current product.  The SDA 3A 200 proof Ethanol copy for me from the binders in this location.  The MSD sheet states the chemical product components to be Ethanol 95% and Methanol 4.7%.   The VOC content is 6.67 lbs per gallons, last year after change from manufacturer.  The HAP content is .313 lbs/gal.  

12.  Records Retention - The monthly logs required by Specific Condition Nos. A. 2. and B.2. shall be completed by the end of the following month.  These records shall be maintained at the facility for at least 3 years and made available to the Department and the Pinellas County Air Quality Division upon request.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.] 

Comments:  The facility records began with permitting January 2010 and have been maintained up to date of end of July 2014.  (See attached)
This section of the permit addresses the following emissions unit.

Permitting Note - These emission limits are based on an annual usage of 15,000 gallons of the solvent SDA 3A 200 Proof with a VOC content of 100% and a HAP content of 4.7%.  Other solvents with similar VOC and HAP content may be used.  [Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C. (“Potential to Emit”); Construction Permit No. 1030543-001-AC]

Comments:  The facility is limiting emissions by controlling the monthly usage of the (ethanol/methanol).  I reviewed the monthly usage for during this inspection for the period of  June 2013 – July 2014.  The typical month solvent usage was 880 to 1155 gallons.  There were a couple of months no solvent was purchased.  This facilities usage is very consistent, and no changes to production levels.  HAP emission levels are 0.00 , and 290.40 to 381.15lbs/month.  VOC emission levels are 0.00 , and 5869.60  to   7,703.85 lbs/month.  The facility 12 month consecutive record emission totals showed the highest process rate to be the month of January 2014 with totals of 43.69 tons VOC, and 1.88  tons HAP.    The highest solvent usage  was November 2013 with 10,505 gallons.  The 12 month consecutive total was 12,265 gallons.
  This is below the emissions limitations of the permit table and the facility is complying with the permit limitations condition at this time.
