Permitting Note:  This emission limit is based on an annual usage of 750 gallons of CSL39513 Brown Ink R with a VOC content of 77.0%.  The ink contains no HAPS.  

[Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C. (“Potential to Emit”); as requested in Construction Permit application received 11/08/2010]
Comments:  The facility had delays for the installation of the filter printer.  They were still working on the design for the impressions for the filter.  There are no records for emissions for this unit as it has not be installed and put into operation.  Mr. Bloedorn stated they had used some about one quart of inks in the lab to test and make samples.
B.2.  Notification of Operation Commencement - The permittee shall notify the Compliance Authority in writing of the date of commencing operation of EU No. 002, no later than fifteen (15) days after that date.  Commencing operation means setting into operation of any emissions unit for any purpose.  [Rule 62-4.070, F.A.C., and Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C., (“Commence Operation”)]
Comments:  I informed Mr. Bloedorn of the notification of operation commencement condition of his permit.  He was aware he had to contact us within 15 days of operations.  Mr. Bloedorn showed me the location where the printer will be installed on the filter press equipment line #57.
The construction permit renewal date is 10/17/2011.  Mr. Bloedorn stated they would not be putting this in until November.  I informed him the permit expires 1/15/2011 and it appears he would need to get an extension of permit.  I told him I would check at PCAQ and determine what action is needed to prevent violation of permit.  Mr. Bloedorn stated the equipment should go in November and start operations in December 2011.
B.3.  VOC Recordkeeping - In order to document compliance with the VOC emission limits in Specific Condition No. B.1., the permittee shall maintain monthly records.  The records shall contain, at a minimum, the following:

a.
facility name, facility ID No., emission unit ID No., and description (i.e., Melitta USA, Inc., 1030543, EU 002, Flexographic Printing);

b.
total quantity (gallons) and VOC content (lbs/gallon) of all VOC containing materials used during the month; 

c.
calculated monthly total VOC emissions, in pounds or tons per month (based on b. above); and

d.
cumulative total of all VOC emissions for the most recent consecutive 12 month period (tons per consecutive 12 month period).

 [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]
Comments: the facility records are up to date, and meet the specifications a – d for emission unit 001.  There are no records for emission unit 002.  The records observed are for the Melitta KD blend for use of ethanol/methanol.  The monthly usage is typically 880 gallons.  There was one month June, where no KD blends was received due to slowing of business.  This is the only chemical currently in use which is monitored for pollutants.  Mr. Bloedorn stated they are looking to eliminate the usage of methanol.

Application for Non-Title V Air Operation Permit - This permit authorizes construction or modification of the permitted emissions units and initial operation to determine compliance with Department rules.  A Non-Title V air operation permit is required for continued operation of the permitted emissions units. Comments:  The permit renewal date is 10/17/2011.  I advised Mr. Bloedorn, he may need to request extension or go ahead and renew for operational even though they have not started the operation of the flexi printer.
