The Grit Blaster baghouse dust collector must be in service and operating properly at all times that the Grit Blaster is in operation.  The Plant Air Ventilation System baghouse dust collector must be in service and operating properly at all times that any part of the plant is in operation.  As an indicator that the particulate control devices are operating properly, the Department has determined there should be no visible emissions (≤ 5% opacity) as determined by Method 22 from each emission control device or from the production building openings.  Visible emissions are not considered a violation but an indicator of improper operation of the emission control equipment and may indicate a violation of Rule 62-210.650, F.A.C. (circumvention of emission control equipment), or the need for additional control of fugitive emissions from the building by the plant air ventilation system. (See also Specific Condition No. B.3. for O & M Plan requirements for these baghouse dust collectors.)[Rules 62-4.070(3), 62-210.650, and 62-296.320(4)(c), F.A.C]

Comments:  The facility was not observed to be circumventing the control devices, at the time of this inspection, all units were functioning during operation.   The operator at his work station was using the ventilation device for his work to reduce breathing of particulate matter.

Comments  
  Comments:  The O & M plan was submitted for review 8/5/13 to FDEP received 10/2/13 by PCAQ for division review.  The review found the facility emission units had been obtained from another company.  The Trinity Consultant firm had submitted a generalized O & M, which did not specify the actual parameters of the control devices.  I called and discussed email with the consultant Katherine Katsourides on 10/15/13 and informed her, the O & M should be more to the specifications of the manual and parameters should be in check off list.  During the inspection, found the facility did not have the manuals, they had a 2nd revision of the O&M plan on 11/7/13 from consultant.  Mr. Marcinski stated the control devices had been worked on with change of hoses, filters, lines, magnehelic gauges etc, and some new parameters were placed in next O&M plan revision.  He stated they had removed some of the generalized statements, and instead comments were more specific and reflecting the devices parameters Monitoring guidelines comments now stated where indicators were out of range an investigation would be made and if there were not excursion the units would have follow up corrective action, and if not corrected a shutdown of operations until repaired or testing could be performed.  

They changed the semiannual inspection to an annual inspection to be performed by a certified vendor, Mark Air who will make a thorough inspection and maintenance.  Mr. Marcinski stated they have already hired them.  This company will be performing interior baghouse inspection, check of structural integrity, wear corrosion etc and repair of the control devices, which are beyond the scope of regular routine maintenance checks.  

I advised them check lists for the facility operator checking should have the parameters on check list so they become familiar with the correct parameters and indicator ranges, since it is likely the  operator would maybe not have the O&M plan guidelines etc in hand, and it is also good if someone else has to do maintenance if operator absent for emergency, vacation etc.  They stated an additional revision of the O & M was in the process. 

A review of the maintenance records found facility to be performing routine maintenance daily weekly etc,  I suggested the actual reading should be recorded, N/A and None not sure what that would mean in regards to the parameter comments.  Mr. Marcinski stated the N/A meant unit not in operation IE Saturday and Sunday.  They did not have the ability to take actual readings until the new magnehelic gauges were installed in November.  I asked him to make note of that and send me copies of the records after they changed.  He supplied the November records with the actual readings in the daily operations checklist.
