	I, James Burkholder (JB), went to Rubber Applications on September 18, 2009 for an on-site inspection as part of a full compliance evaluation for the synthetic minor specialty construction trade facility.  

When I arrived on site I took a facility walk-through as part of my compliance inspection.  The surface coating, rubber lining, and painting operations are housed in doors which are well ventilated by natural draft openings on each side of the building. None of the activities were in process while I was on site and there were no detectable odors from any type of solvents or paints.  The facility has a refrigerated storage building on site which stores all of the solvents, paints, or any HAP or VOC containing product.  All of the containers were properly sealed.

Located outside in the yard far away from any business or buildings is the sandblasting area.  Sand blasting was not in operation while I was on site.  The blasting is done far away from anything and on a small scale.  The sand left over from the blasting remains in a relatively small circular pattern in the general location of the blasting area.  The sand is a heavier material and the small sand pattern appears to indicate limiting of fugitive emissions.

The facility had all the records on site and a copy was sent via e-mail to JB’s DEP e-mail address by the secretary for off site review.  The record review summary is that no individual HAP exceeded 9.72 TPY, total HAPS did not exceed 16.0 TPY, and VOC emissions did not exceed 16.0 TPY.  The monthly and rolling 12 month records from August 2009- June 2006 are attached to the Inspection Report
