SOURCE DESCRIPTION: This facility is a batch asphalt cement plant with a maximum production rate of 400 tons per day.  Particulate emissions are controlled by a fabric filter baghouse.  The facility utilizes both virgin materials and RAP for production along with the capability of using ground tire rubber (GTR) which the facility receives pre-mixed with the liquid asphalt.  There is also a portable crushing unit which periodically operates at the facility and is subject to the facilities air permit.

INSPECTION COMMENTS:
I arrived at the facility and was greeted by Ms. Sharon Groves.  Both Ms. Groves and Mr. Hershal Neel provided copies of requested records and accompanied me on my inspection of the facility.  The facility was operating at the time of the inspection.

There were no objectionable odors noticed during the inspection.  [Facility-wide Condition 2]
There were no fugitive emissions greater than 20% opacity noticed during the inspection.  [Facility-wide Condition 3]
Reasonable precautions were judged to be adequate at the time of the inspection.  [Facility-wide Condition 4]
The facility has an Environmental Compliance Plan that is available for inspection.  [Facility-wide Condition 12]

Drum Mix Asphalt Concrete Plant with Baghouse

According to records supplied by Mr. Neel, the facility produced 70,201.88 tons of asphaltic cement for the 12-month period ending August 31, 2005.  This is within the facility’s maximum permitted limit of 500,000 tons in any 12-month period.  According to the records provided by Ms. Groves, the facility has operated a crusher for only the month of January this current year-to-date.  The crusher processed 5,750 tons or materials.  [Specific Condition A.2]
According to the above information, the facility used 148,586 gallons of #3 fuel oil during the same period.  An additional 69,291.06 gallons of # 2 fuel oil have been used by all other facility equipment.  This amount does not include fuel for the delivery vehicles.  Records of sulfur content were available and reviewed as part of this inspection.  [Specific Condition A.4]
There was no visible emissions noticed coming from the stack during the inspection.  [Specific Condition A.6]
The facility uses both a computerized spread sheet program as well as paper operating logs to record required information.  Copies of the logs were reviewed as part of this inspection.  [Specific Condition A.13]
