SOURCE DESCRIPTION: This facility is an Asphalt Concrete Drum Plant.  Particulate emissions are controlled by a baghouse.

INSPECTION COMMENTS:
I arrived at the facility and was greeted by Mr. John Weigel.  Mr. Weigel showed me the operations logbook which contains all permits for the facility, along with the information required under the permit conditions.  Mr. Weigel provided copies of requested records.  I was allowed unescorted access to the facility.  The facility was not actively producing asphalt at the time of inspection.

According to the information provided, the facility has produced 97,425.36 tons of asphalt cement in the 12-month period ending August 31, 2005.  This is within the permit limit of 500,000 tons in any consecutive 12-month period.  [Specific Condition A.2]
According to the information provided, the facility has operated for a total of 617.75 hours during the 12-month period ending August 31, 2005.  The facility is allowed unlimited hours of operation.  [Specific Condition A.3]
Since the facility was not operating at the time of inspection there were no visible emissions.  This is within the facility’s limit of 20% opacity.  [Specific Condition A.5]
Information in the operations logbook includes tons of asphalt produced, hours of operation, baghouse differential pressures, and fuel oil used in both the burner and asphalt heater.  [Specific Condition A.10]
There were no objectionable odors noticed during the inspection.  [Facility-wide Condition 2]
There were minor fugitive emissions greater than 20% opacity noticed during the inspection.  These emissions were confined within the facility’s boundary.  [Facility-wide Condition 3]
VOC control appeared adequate at the facility at the time of inspection.  [Facility-wide Condition 4]
Reasonable precautions continue to be difficult at this facility.  Even though the facility has a water truck, excessive amounts of fugitive dust was noticed coming from the “off road” areas as the mobile equipment operated in their normal manner.  [Facility-wide Condition 6]
As mentioned above, the operations logbook also contains information regarding the fuel oil used each day in both the burner and asphalt heater.  According to records provided the facility has used 25,146 gallons of fuel oil for the heater and 184240 gallons of fuel oil for the burner during the 12-month period ending August 31, 2005.  Records of fuel oil deliveries including percent sulfur content are maintained as required.  [Facility-wide Condition 9]
RECOMMENDATIONS:

Utilize the water truck as needed to maintain fugitive emissions below permitted limits during the dry months of the year.  Consider utilizing either a street cleaning service or other means to help maintain facility roadways clear of dirt and other material tracked from the unpaved areas of the facility.  Continue to investigate the use of organic dust suppressants.
